How is it then that the Pope can
do things which are so new and high
and deep and wide, and that Catho-
lics of all conditions and ruces on
all the continents take these things
a8 an army takes an order from its
great captain?

But, granting to the Church and
to the Pope as its organ the power
to maeke laws in things opivitugl, s
marriage a thing spiritual? Yes, if
this marriage affects a party who is
baptized and who thus by the law of
God has been born a child and sub-
iject of the Church.

'made His Church catholic and for
all, and commands each one of His
creatures of the human race to en-

ter it, and the Pope is truly Christ’s
vicar on earth. DBut until the crea-
ture does enter it by baptism he is
{not placed by God within the Pope’s
spiritual forumn or jurisdiction. But
if he has been baptized he has been

iborn e ohild of the Church and of
the Pope, who is the father of the

Christian famil He may be ignor-
ant gnd faultlessly ignoramt that the
Pope is his father, but his ignorance

does not change the fact, and the
Pope may mot urge his right over

all who are baptized, but the right
still exists.

But even though 1 am baptized and
subject to the Pope in spirituals,
how is marriage a thing spiritual ?
It is ome of the seven sacraments,

But the institution of marriage ex-
isted before Christ. How ‘then is
He said to have instituted this sa-
crament? He instituted marriage as
a sacrament; as a sacred sign signi-
fying and conferring grace. A man
and woman who are not baptized
may take each other as husband and

wife, and although there is no sa-
crament, there is between them - a
true tie joined by God. This tie

was instituted by God in paradise.

It is a heaven-made ring of gold.
Christ did not do away with this,
but kept it and made it more pers
fect. He, so to say, took this
divinely made ring of gold and cov-
iered it all over with heavenly made
diamonds and wrought into it the
image of Christ and the Church, of
. Christ loving the Church as His own
body, and 'the Church obeying Christ
as her heavenly spouse. As He took
natural water to signify and pro-
.duce the cleansing of the soul, He
took the natural marital contract to
signify and produce the spiri‘uful
graces which help husband and wife
to be in their married life like Christ
and the Church.

Even at Rome there were many
doubts about where it had Leen pro-
mulgatcd or how it had been pro-
mulgated centuries before, and about
whetherit had fallen into disuse, and
the simple faithful who wonww change

Morveover, Pius the Tenth found

that where the law had been pro-
mulgated secret marriages, ever de-
tected by the Church,.

For these reasons and
others he decided on simplicity and
equality, and to have this law the
same in all places. And mow wher-
ever the law is new: the good Catho-
lic finds he has little new to do
which he did not do before, and
moreover he sees his marriage, by
many new safeguards, protected and
guaranteed to be ' according to the
laws of ‘the Church and of God.
