The 
only policy to whieh the West ia hostile ia 
the |>yliey of proteetinniam for certain indus­
tries at the ei|ienee mainly of the country'a 
most im|»ortant industry, which ia of greater 
value to Canada than all the other industries 
combined- the policy of taking money out 
of the pockets of the many Canadians en­
gaged m that industry and putting it into 
the pockets of the relatively few who reap 
the profits of tariff protectionism

All the plana for “Mittal Korops" were 
made with great carefulness at Berlin long 
ago; ami last year the Herman Indus­
trial ami Commercial Council for *' Miltel 
Kuro|w, ' with ll-rr Itallin at lie head * *• 
established to deal with “the perfecting of 
the commercial relations between TfcPhiany 
and Ansiria-llungary. Poland. I'kraieia. 
Koumènia. Kerbia. Bulgaria and Turkey. “ 
Before the war. Hermany"a exporta to the 
east and eoulh-eaet were only -13 per cent, 
of the total of Herman exports; it was 
planned to have the triumph of the “Mittel 
Kurops" policy result in their being more 
than doubled in the y es re after the war. 
when Hermany would he working to recover 
its lost western trade.

Both Bulgaria and Turkey were nominally 
allies of Germany, hut in reality little better 
than vassal states. In one respect only 
hare they stood on an e«|aal footing with 
Hermany ; the records of the Bulgarian 
atrocities against the Her lie ami of the Turk­
ish atrocities against the Armenians will 
holdmn enduring infamy aide hr aide on the 
lieges of history with the records of the 

•Herman atrocities in Belgium and in France 
and elsewhere on land, aa well aa at sea.

Transparent Trickery
With the Allied armies pressing forward 

victoriously on all fronts, the mast-rs of the 
Teutonie alliance, leading the plain hand 
writing on the wpll ami Itmling them selves 
in deeperat# straits hei-adW» of the . rushing 
blows which have been falling Upon the 
morale of the Herman people, have crowned 
the elimax of their diplomatie dupHeitiea 
by launehing a pence offensive hoping to 
realise something out of it hy means of 
cunning falsehood hypocrisy ami craft 
in negotiation I tut the knowledge of 
the minds ami the methods of the rulers of 
Germany, whieh the free peoples of the 
world have learned at ao great a coat, haa 
made them wary. The latest Herman peace 
offensive haa thus proved to he a atill-horn 
device of Berlin duplicity.

The very terms of the m«image itself, in 
which the new Imperial Herman Chancellor. 
Prince Maxmilian. launched thia piece of 
trickery, contains its own reply. That me*, 
aage to President Wilson proclaims that 
the Herman government "accepted the prob­
lem act forth by the Preaidenl" aa "a beam 
for peace negotiations." But President Wil- 
eon made it plain beyond possibility of mis­
understanding that, as he aeea it—and both 
the peoples and the governments of all the 
Allied nations are of the one mind in thia—- 
there can he, no peace by bargain or com­
promise with the war lords of the Teutonic 
alliance, who. aa President Wilson haa ex- 
pressed it, ‘ * observe no covenants. * *

The whole situation ie summed up hy 
President Wilson in these words, whieh are 
given in tbeir context in another column of 
thia issue of The Guide- "We cannot ‘come 
to terms' with them. They have made it 
impossible." * And yet, with effrontery e«|iial 
to their duplicity, they announce to the man 
who thus characterised them that they ac­
cept hia characterisation of them aa "a lisais 
for peace negotiations"! Not with them can 
the only peace which will end thia war he 
negotiated.
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
