A French official report deScribes in
detail the recent fighting  in the
Woods of Ailly, near St. Mihiel, on the

| Meuse. The French War Office says
j all the Ailly woods, which constituted |
{ a strong and well-fortified support for
the Germans, is now entirely in
French hands, conquered for the
most part{ by troops from the centre
of France after several days of sys-
tematic preparation by a heavy fire
from shree-inch and big guns and by
aerial torpédoes.” The concentration

Germang geems to have been unpre-
cedented. By the time the French
had turned the Germans out of their
trenches “of the Ailly Woods there
remained neothing but a few hacked
trunks,” and there was not an inch of
ground that had not been turned up
by explosives. “In the strange chaos
stones, corpses and a debris of limbs
lay mingled.” Upon this inferno the
Germans began in turn to pour in
their shellg in an intensive bombard-
ment intended to drive out the victors.
The Fredch report says that: “In
ninety minutes upon _this corner of
the woods, over a front of from 350
to 400 yards deep, 20,000 shells were
fired. They included all calibres,
from four to eight inches. The entire
hiil disappeared in a cloud of smoke,
all communications were cut during
this time, and when the fire ceaged
many men were mentally deranged.
They had to bs removed, and requived
