G. E. Bokes, who was seen regarding the
matter and effect it would have on trade,
stated that a few weeks ago the board of
trade of held a specialjmeeting to consider
the effect of tbeNorway-Spanish treaty on
trade between ' Canada, Porto Rico and
Cuba. Under the treaty, fish from Nor-
way would be admitted free of duty,
while our fish would be subject to a duty
of about 60 cents per 100 pounds. Owing
to the superior quality of Norway fish the
Nova Scotian article would be practically
shut out of the market and the resnlt
would be almost ruinous. The outcome
of the abolition of the duty will be that
Canada will be about on the same footing
as heretofore, thereby saving to skippers
of Nova Scotia the market they had for
years. .

Terrible Accident to a Swiss Farm Hand
in South Easthope.

STRATFORD, Aug. 18.—A frightful aceci-
dent occurred on the farm of Henry
Petrie, in South Kasthope, by which a
young Swiss lad named Buser lost his life.

Wool Waiting for the Tariff,

Hamiuton, Aug. 17.—Long & Bisby,
wool dealers,. of this city, have over a mil-
lion pounds of wool stored in their ware-
houses here, nearly all of which will be
shipped to the United States as soon as
the new American tariff becomes law. At
present there is an export duty of 12¢ pet
pound on wool, but under the new bill
this duty is taken off and wool is admitted
free. The Canadian wool clip of 1894 as
well as the clip of last year is nearly all
still in the country, but the bulk of it will
be exported to the Eastern States as soon
as the tariff comes iuto cffect.
