Pittsburg, Pa., July 23.-It
serted to-nighht, on geod authority,
that papers are |being prépared by
Hersifer F. Smitlh, district manager
of the Ameriva Steel Shedt Co., to
g0 in the U. 8. Superior Court
morrow for the purpase of securing
an injunction against the strikers ‘to
prevent them interfering in
way with the operation of the
company's plants. Follawing this ‘the
rumor 1s in circullation that a car-
load of men will run into Wellsville
to-morrow: to supplement the force
now at work. This latter story has
not been verified. According ‘to strike
leaders, the officials of ‘the Wellsville
mill are apparently sedking 'to bring
on an open conflict and invdke the
aid of the sheriff's deputiss, and pos-
sibly the militia. Earnest and renew-
ed warnings have been sent to the
strikers to keep within the law.

FREEMH OF OLD LONDON
PRESENTED TO MILNER

London, July 24.—The presentation
of the freedom of the oity of London
to Lord Milner, of Cape Town, at the
Guildhall yesterday was made the
occasion of another “jingo” demons-
tration in favor of the war in South
Africa and the policy of the Govern-
ment.

Joseph Chamberlain, the Colonial

Secretary; the Duke of Devonshire,
President of the Council, and other
cabinet ministers were among those
on the platform. .

 Lord Milner, in a speech, said the
compromising of the settlement of
the South African situation by in-
judicious concessions must not be
thought of. The speaker said there
was an immense difference between
the stout old Burghers of the late
republics and the “roving ruffians”
harrowing their . fellow-British sub-
jects of Cape Colony.

“A train from Cape Town, with 113
details and stores, was held up, cap-
tured and burned at Sheepers, eight
miles north of Beaufort West, on the
morning of July 21. Our casualties
were three killed and I8 wounded.
An inquiry is proceeding.

“French reports that Crabbe, with
300 men, was attacked in the moun-
tains near Cradock by Kritzinger at
dawn July 21. The horses stampeded.
An all-day fight followed. Crabbe
fell back on Mortimer.  Our loss was
slight.

THE CAPTURE OF A TRAIN.

Cape Town, July 23.—Details are
now to band regarding the capture of
4 train by the Boers on the Pieters-
burg line. The line passes through a
thick bush, interspersed with rocky
ground, affording admirable cover for
an attacking party. The train cartied
some officers and 18 men of the Gor-
don Highlanders as an escort. While
it was passing through this broken
country a mine exploded and damaged
the piston rod of the engine. At onee
the Boers, who, under Commandant
Lys, of Pretoria,. iay hidden in the
grass at a distance of 50 yards, open-
ed a heavy fire, killing the driver, the
stoker, dn officer and seven men, and
wounding the reminder.
