SCOTT ACT.
Decision Against John McCoy—Mr, Pbih* 

ney’s statement.

J udge Marsh this morning delivered 
judgment in the McCoy Scott Act 
case, finding the defendant guilty and 
imposing the usual penalty, a $50 fine. 
In delivering judgment Hie Honor 
briefly reviewed the evidence. He 
said that the evidence for the prosecu­
tion wae clear and explicit. A witness 
bad come into court and had sworn 
that be bought whiskey at McCoy’s 
place; and the bottle of whiskey 
which be swore he purchased there 
wae produced in court.

The defendant had set up three lines 
of defence. One was that the witness, 
Bleakney, had been in a barber shop 
in the city in an intoxicated condition 
and bad offered other persons liquor. 
His tionor did not consider that fact, 
if ifwfte a fact, as having anything to 
do with the McCoy case, and should 
never have been introduced.

Another point sought to be estab­
lished by the defence wae that the 
witness did not believe in God, ruan or 
the devil, and that therefore his word 
was not to be taken in Court. Bert 
Lint was called to prove certain state 
inents said to have been made hy the 
witness regarding bis agnostic princi 
pies, Bert Lint had contradicted binr 
self and another witness had sworn 
differently to Lint in this matter. His 
Honor said that he attached no inn 
portance to what Lint said, and that 
be placed no reliance upon his word or 
bis evidence.

The other line_of defence set up was 
to prove an alibi; and a witness was 
called to establish that Frdd McCoy, 
who Bleakney stated sold him the 
liquor, was at St. Mary’s at the time, 
The moat that bad been shown in this 
connection was that Fred McCoy was 
at St. Mary's at 10o’clock, and Bleak- 
ney said it was about that hour when 
be bought the liquor. Fred McCoy 
was in court and could have been call­
ed, but he (Marsh) thought the counsel 
for the defence had shown discretion 
in not calling him. The alibi certainly 
bad not been proven. The only thing 
th at remained for him to do was to de­
cide that the charge had been proven 
and to impose the usual penalty.

When the case against Howard 
Orangle was called, Mr. J. D. Phinney 
said that he wished to make a state- 
ment on behalf of the complainant, 
Rev. J. J. Colter. The complainant 
and those associated with him in pre­
ferring the charge against Scott Act 
violators bad been deceived as to the 
habits and conduct of the roan upon 
whom they relied to secure evidence, 
though not deceived as to bis state­
ments given in evidence. Io view of 
this fact the complainant had decided 
to withdraw the charge against 
Crangle.

Mr. McLellan, counsel for tbe defend­
ant, said that be thought tbe Court 
and the public owed the defendant, 
Mr. McCoy, a vote of thanks for hav­
ing shown up the witness employed 
by the prosecution in his true light.

Among the spectators in Court this 
morning was Scott Act Inspector John 
Menziee of Northumberland.

Mr. McLellan gave notice that the 
case would be appealed.
