COST OF LIVING IS HIGHER.

Statistics Show That fn March it Was
Higher Than in Last 20 Years,

Washington, D.C., June 12.—The
cost of living in March of this year
was higher than at eny time in the
preceding twenty years. This fact ie
shown by government statistics as cet
forth in the latest report of the Com-
merce and Labor Department.. The
report makes a comparison of prices
of necessities of life from 1899 to 1919
It makes the cost of living in March
of this year 7.50 per cent. higher thaa
in Manch, 1909; 10.2 per cent. higher
than in ‘August, 198; 21.1 per cent.
hiigher than the average yearly pri~e
of 1900; 49.2 per cent. higher than the
average yearly price of 1897, and 32.3
per cent. higher than the average year-
ly price for ten years from 1890 +tv
1899. These figures are for wholesale
prices alone. The retail prices, if
compared, would probably show a
more alarming increase.

NEW POLITICAL PARTY
PROPOSED IN ALBERTA

Meeting To Be Held In Edmonton In
Near Future, According To Des-
patch From Calgary—Object Of
Party Is To Protest Against Otta-
wa, Dictation of Provincial Affairs.

Calgary, June 13—Another party
will shortly appear on the political
horizon of Alberta, A meeting will
be called at an early date to be held
in Edmonton to outline the party’s
policy. The objects df the new party
are not yet made public, but it is in-
tended to include every man of every
political creed or color who is willing
to subscribe to its principles. So far
as can be learned the principal ob-
jects of the new party will be to guard
the rights of the province against real
or imaginary federal dictation and to
protest against the usurpation of ar-
bitrary authority on the part of the
lieutenant governor. The new party
had its birth at Red Deer. At least
that is wheré& it was first talked of
and any definite action taken. And
the movement, it is said, has spread
to every part of the province. It is
also claimed that leading men from
every constituency will be present at
the Edmonton meeting and take part
in the framing of a political platform
on which to appeal for the support of
the people of Alberta.

KING GEORGE V. IS
FREE MINER IN B. C.

The British Monarch Has Several
Claims in the Revelstoke Mining
Dijvision—Land Taken up and
Made Over to the COrown During
Time of Late King.

Revelstoke, June 11—A large num-
ber of free miners’ licenses were re-
newed at the end of May this year,
according to the statement from the
local court house officials.

It is not generally known that His
Majesty King George V., holds by
full right a free miners’ certificate in
the Revelstoke mining division. The
renewal of the license was made on
May 31st, to King George V., who in
payment of $5 in the right of the
Dominion of Canada is entitled to all
rights and privileges of a free miner,
the certificate ‘signed' by W. E. Mec-
Laclin being numbered 13440 B.

How He Holds License.

The manner in which King George
holds the license is interesting. In
1906 C. Detuschman and A. Johnson
discovered the famous ‘“Deutschman
Caves” in the Selkirks east of here,
and realizing the great value of their
find at once proceeded to acquire a
title to the land wherein the caves
were located. This apparently could
only be done by taking the land up
as mineral claims, which they did and
staked off three claims named re-
spectively, Skookum, Drum Lummon,
and Buckhorn Faction, all situated
near Cougar Creek, near Ross Peak.
After these marvellous caves had been
explored, the discoverers transferred
their rights to the Dominion govern-
ment, who took over the mineral
claims in the name of the then reign-
ing monarch, King Edward VII.

King Pays Fee.

The holder of a mineral claim in
B. C. must hold a miners’ certificate
and consequently the license has been
issued from the local office to the
English King, who pays the fee. On
the death of King Edward the license
was made out in the name of King
George V. and the usual receipt for
the license has been made out and
forwarded to the Dominion govern-
ment by W. I. Briggs, agent for the
department of justice in Canada, to
be forwarded to His Majesty King
George V.

Mesican Indilans in Chiapas to Fight

for Their Lands.

Mexico City, Mex., June 12—The In-
dians in the state of Chiapas are on
the warpath over grievances as a re-
sult of the confiscation of their land.
A despatch to the Mexican Herald
from Tapachula says: ‘“Officials here
are excited as the result of the shoot-
ing of a prominent Mexican lawyer
by Indians; the attempted murder of
a surveyor and further threats to as-
sassinate within a specified time many
of the most prominent district officials
and resident land holders. It is rum-
ored about the city and along the line
of the Pan-American railway that a
number of officials of the state de-

fpartment have been notified that they

will be shot. The warnings came by
letter and in each instance a time was
set within which the killing will take
place. A big uprising of the Indians
of the district is expected.
