McLeod’s condition is reported as un-
changed.

Clinton New Era: Whether owing to
some peculiarities of ripening or other
cause, apples are not keeping well this
winter, The Spys, especially, are suffer-
ing, brown specks first appearing which
quickly enlarge and soon destroy the
fruit.

The following shipments were made
from the Forest G. T. R. station during
the six months ending Dec. 31: Flour,
6,150 barrels; grain, 9,300 bushels; cheese,
66 tons; cattle, 2,900 head; lambs, 3,500
head; hogs, 1,300 head; horses, 36 head;
hay, 354 tons; lumber, 244,000 feet.

Judge Toms has set aside the election
for school trustees in Exeter, and a
new election will now follow. The
trouble was the closing of the poll at
4 o’clock instead of 5, the returning offi-
cer applying the rule for rural school
elections, instead of for incorporated
villages and towns.

Court of revision on the voters’ list
for Dunwich township, Elgin county,
was held at Wallacetown at Stacey’s
school recently.

The
Conservatives made no appeals.

Campbell, an
aged colored farmer, was getting over
a fence, when he slipped, striking on his
head, rendering him unconscious. When
found a few hours later he was dead,
his hair and beard being frozen stiff in
a pool of water from a pail which he up-
set in his fall.

The seventh annual meeting of the
Women’s Foreign Missionary Society
of the Sarnia Presbytery was held at
Thedford on Wednesday. Seventy-five
delegates were present, all auxiliarics
being well represented. The scretary’s
report showed 21 auxiliaries and mission
bands.
