The Retired Champion Expects Infighting to Decide
Conflict, July 4, and Is Making His Prepara-
tions Along That Line—Not Quick On His

Feet, Says Murphy.

““Reno, .vev, June 24.—kor a man of
his years Jeiiries shows an almost in-
credible willingness to submit to the
wnost severe rigor of training.

1 saw him do things today that it
would be hard to exact of a college
youngster burning with ambition to
make his football eleven.

This checrfulness is a good sign of
4 man who has been working right.

You have to get up early to see Jef-
fries at work, and I think that is one
of the reasons why many of the news-
papermen at Rowardennan got the
idea that he was shirking.

Jeff Shies at Stare ot Public.

The big boilermaker is still averse
to facing the public. He likes to work.
as privately as possible, and as that
is impossible in regular hours at a
training camp where he is a hero, he
does the next beet thing, and gets up
so early that hardly anybody else is
astir.

Thig tip was passed to me, and 1
had to get under way at 4:30 to see
Jeff in the beginning of his work,
for he was hard at it by 3 o'clock.

He tackled the hardest kind of a;
programme today, running, playing:
ball, skipping the rope, chest exercises,"'
boxing with Bob Armstrong, Jack Jef- |

fries and Jim Corbett, shadow boxing'
and finally a most terrific exercise for;
developing the abdominal muscles,
which I shall describe later on.

Every stage of this work was mark-
ed by one important feature, Jeffries
perspired freely; in fact, I never saw
a man whose perspiration ran in such
a stream.

Boxing of Roughest Kind Possible.

The boxing that Jeffries did was all
of the roughest kind possible, and it
is evident that Jim expects it will be |
a rough bout, with all kinds of in-!
nghting. Rickard doesn’'t look like the
man who can separate this pair in the
clinches. 1t would take a man of a
good deal more beef and athletic ex-
perience than he has.

Corbett. good a man as he is, is
simply like a chiid in the hands of
the monster Jefiries. Of course, Cor-|
bett can stand off at long distance and
give him a pretty battle at the boxing
game, but when it comes to the rush-|
ing, the battering heavy inside work,!
it is a man against a child. I

Jeffries in his boxing today did not'
.00k to be very fast on his feet, and
on this point I want to see more of
him in the days that are yet to come.’
It is possible that because the work;
of today was largely contined to in-!
Aghting and roughing that he did not!
have a chance to show with what'
rightpess of foot he could move around
if ne-d be. ,
3oth Fighters Depend on Inside Wo k.’

But Jeffries does not expect that
‘here will be much long distance work|
in the bout with Johnson. The negro’s
best game has always béen infighting,;
for he has no great jab, and, moreover,
Jeffries could not be much damaged
by this kind of boxing anyway. Each
of the rivals prides himself on hisi
ability to do damage at inside work,f
and it will be a pushing, vicious inside
battle.

It is not possible, either. to judge,
much about Jeffries’ judgment of dis-l
tance in the work he did today. It!
was too much clinch, too much cover;
up.

In bouts that are to come I will
have plenty of chance to study more’
of these two points, speed and judg-!
ment of distance. The question of
judgment is vital, and it has been the;
experience of most boxers who stay|
out of the game for a time that the
thing that suffers most is their abil-
ity to be able to pick out an exposed
place and pop a punch to it before
it can be covered up.

Jeff’s Stomach Muscles Hard as

fron.

What will help Jeffries in a roughing |,

eontest is the condition of his stomach.
The muscles across it are hard as iron.
I never saw anything like them.

Jeffries showed me today the exercise
by which he has hardened up those
wmuscles, and I must say that it takes a
Spartan to do it. Jeffries sits on one
stool and puts his feet under the rungs
of another, someone having first taken a
seat on the other stoel -se as to hold
it in place.

Then Jeff swings and sways himself
fnto all sorts of positions. He leans back,
he bends around, he twists backward till
his head goes to 'the floor. Sometimes he
does it fast, sometimes he does it slow,

{ be

ing in the honors.

and all times there is in every move-
ment a concentration that assures the ut-
most rack and strain on every muscle
that figures in the operation.

Exercise Tortuous Punishment.

This would have been a good form of

punishment for the middle ages. It takes

a boundless courage to go through with '
it as faithfully as the boilermaker does. |

The strain on the abdominal muscles
is tortuous, but they show the harden-

ing result. Jeffries never lets up. Nor
does he puff when it is all over. I
tell you, no man not in good

shape |

could go through this without collaps-,

ing unless he had been for months en-
gaged in the right kind of work to be
in shape.

Another thing I like about Jeffries is
that he can deny his thirst. This is
another evidence of good condition,
He hardly ever drinks anything except
a mouthful of water, and he only gar-
gles his mouth with that. Many ath-
letes spoil the effect of their training
by drinking too much water and other
liquids, but it
is not that kind.

The regime that
following is pretty
starts at 5 o’clock
takes three hours,
breakfast, and is then out for two
hours more after 9 o'clock. Then
there is a loaf until 4 o’clock, and he
takes two more hard hours.

Virtunally all of the work here will
done out of doors, for Jeffries
thinks that this will help him to get
used to the altitude, which is, of
course, much different from that of
California.

Jeff's Weight Is 230.

Jeffries has been steadily declining
to get on the scales in front of news-
papermen, but it is given me straight
that his weight is now 230, which s
just about right for a man of his size.
His eyes are beautifully bright and
clear and his heart must be right to
do the work he does and not show the
strain,

I spoke yesterday about the rasp-
berry shortcake he ate. It is undoubt-
edly a fact that he does entirely follow
the dictates of his own judgment in
the matter of his meals, but he is old
enough in the business, has trained
often enough and certainly Knows
himself well enough not to make any
serious blunders.

He seems to think very well of work
with Farmer Burns, the former wrestler,
and they constantly work in the roughest
kind of neck holds. If it be true. as has
been said, that Johnson's nerve is not all
it should be, T am curious to see what
will be the effe:t when this human bear
zets him in the grip of one of those
frightful hugs.

Johnson is here, and tomorrow I ex-
pect to have a chance to tell how his
condition compares with that of the
man he must meet.

BY CROWD AT RENO

Gets There Safe Despite an Inter-
view With an Undertaker.

INTERFERENCE UNLIKELY

Governor Dickerson Going to
Scene of Battle, But No Trouble
Is Expected.

Reno, Nev., June 24—A big crowd
that gathered at the station this fore-
noon to witness the arrival of Jack
Johnson met with disappointment.
bulletin announced that the train was
indefinitely delayed by the derailment
of a freight car near “Tunnel 13,
about 40 miles from Reno.

The sinister number of the tunnel,
considered in connection with John-
son's interview with an undertaker
before leaving San TFrancisco last

night furnished food for superstitious
comment. -

A crowd of probably a thousand peo-
ple was at the station this afternoon
to watch Johnson detrain. The big
champion, beaming with good humor,
received a warm reception when he
climbed down from his car and en-
tered the automobile Tom Flannigan
had provided for him. With Promoter
Rickard and members of his training
crew crowding the machine Johnson
set out for his camp.

No Interference,

Rumors that Governor Dickerson
would take steps to stop the Jeffries-
Johnson fight in Reno were circulated
here today, but were given an em-
phatic denial in the office of the at-
torney-general in Carson. In response
to queries over the long distance this
afternoon the attorney-general sald te
the Associated Press: “There is noth-
ing in the report to my knowledge
The governor does not contemplate it.”

Jim Jeffries “put one over” on Reno
and the newspaper correspondents by
pulling off his first boxing session
here at 10 o’clock this morning. Jef-
fries figured that evervbody would be
at the station at that hour to see
Johnson come in. His guess was ex-
actly right and when ‘he adjourned
with his training vpartners to the open
air arena near his cottage at Moana
Springs very few persongs were on
hand tn see him perform. Jeffries wae
much elated over the success of his
ruse.

He sparred three rounds with Bob
Armstrong and two with his brother
Jack, warming up to his ring work in
lively fashion. Bag punching, chest
weights, shadow-boxing and abdom-
inal exercises were also on the pro-
gramme.

Jeffries perspired coplously after an
hour and a quarter of work, but
seemed to enjoy his exercise,

Tex. Rickard exvects Governor Dick-
erson to arrive here next Tuesday.
Rickard’s former nartner, Qle Elliott,
has received a telegram from  Elv
stating that the governor will be in
Reno on that date. The objert of the
governor's trip to Reno at this time
is a maitter of conjecture, but it is
generallvy thought his visit will have
no special bearine on the big fight.
