The 
orchestra struck up the selection, but 
the Shah frowned and had them stop 
again. ‘The very first number is the 
one I wished.’ Again the piece was 
started only to be interrupted as be­
fore. The ruler of the Persians was 
becoming angry, and the vizier began 
to fear for his head. Suddenly the 
solution struck me. I whispered to the 
leader in German, ’Let your men tune 
up.’ They did so, and as the dis­
cordant din of the men tuning their 
instruments broke on his ears, the 
Shah smiled beautifully. That s what 
I wanted,’ he said. ‘Let them keep on.

For almost 
a hundred years these heirs, known 
as the Halfyards, have been soughs- 
for. Mrs. Elizabeth Halfyard, was the 
daughter of John Churchill, whose 
descendants, it is contended, own all 
the city of St. Johns, and other prop- 
erty in the island of Newfoundland.

A woman of sixty years of age, and 
of evident refinement, accompanied by 
her niece, has just arrived In New 
York with the announcement that she 
is Mrs. R. B. Stevens (nee Halfyard) 
and that her niece is Edith Halfyard, 
the daughter of Samuel Halfyard. They 
come from Montreal, and are believed 
to be direct heirs of Churchill.
