13,000,000 BUSHELS ADDED
TO LAKES GRAIN STORAGE

Fort William, April 16.—OQOver three
million bushels have been added to
the stocks of all grains in store at the
head of the lakes, the total now being
forty-seven and threg-quarter million
bushels.

IN LONDON,
Former Woodstock Resident,

Noted Adventurer and
Pioneer Passes.

BORN IN TORONTO

Won Fame By Daring War
Work In Rumanian Oil
Fields.

Special to ®he Advertiser.

Woodstock, April 16.—~A cable was
received in the city Saturday night
announcing the sudden death in Lon-
don, England, of Colonel Joe Boyle,
known the world over as a Klondyke
pioneer and an adventurer of world-
wide repute, and as the ‘“uncrowned
king of Rumania.” The cable an-
nouncing his death was from his son
Joe, and stated that the colonel had
died suddenly following an attack of
heart trouble. In a letter to his
sister here about three weeks ago the
colonel stated that he had been very
ill, but expected to be able to visit
Woodsteck this summer.

Was Race Horse Owner.

Colonel Boyle was born in Toronto
on November 6, 1867, and came with
his parents to Woodstock when a
young lad. His father, the late
Charles Boyle, was krown as the
dean of thoroughbred horse racing in
Canada and for years conducted a
large racing stable. When the horses
were sent to the United States racing
tracks young Joe was sent along as
manager, but he did not stick long
to the racing game, for when he was
about 18 years of age he slipped away
on a merchantman from New York
for a cruise around the world.

Two years or so later he turned
up again in Woodstock, and was
found around his father's race stable.
It was in 1898 in the early days of
the gold rush to the Klondyke that
Joe Boyle fell in with Frank Slavin,
boxer of some repute in. those days,
and together they made their way
to Dawson City. Things broke badly
for the pair in the north country and
the! colony was In dire straits.

yle came out to secure supplies
for the starving miners, but while or-
ganizing a relief expedition times
brightened and the Woodstock man
went on to Ottawa and secured large
land concessions and went back to
once more try his luck. He worked
hard until he made sure he had
struck something good and then in
order to develop his claim formed
what was known as the Canadian
Klondyke Mining Co. With increased
financial assistance good progress
was being made when the war broke
out and halted development.
Splendid War Service,

Col. Boyle equipped and sent over-
seas a machine-gun battery compos-
ed of fifty picked men and this did
splendid service at the front. In
1916 he went over to London on bus-
iness and while there was commis-
sioned by the war office to go to Rus-
sia to reorganize the transportation
system of that country. He was there
during the revolution, and for about
a year nothing was heard of him.

He next turned up in Rumania
where he became prominent by his
work in destroying the rich oil wells
in the face of the advancing Austrian
army so that they would not fall into
enemy hands. He had many wonder-
ful experiences there. He on one
occasion saved sixty Rumanian de-
puties from death at the hands of
the Bolshevists at the risk of his
own life,

It was he who at great risk car-
ried the peace terms between Ru-
mania and the Bolshevists from
Jassy to Odessa by aeroplane, and
in doing so he syffered a stroke. He
was nursed back to health by the
Queen of Rumania, who sent a letter
of grateful appreciation to his
father, the lata Charles Boyle, expres-
sing her thanks for the services of
his son.

Had Extiting Experience.

Following the armistice Col. Boyle
was appointed food commissioner for
Rumania and organized a relief cam-
paign for the people of that country.
During the past year or two he had
been connected with the Royal Dutch
and Shell Transport Company in
seeking oil concessions and develop-
ing oil wells iIn Mosul, Caucasia and
other parts of the near east. Last
summer he had another exciting ex-
perience with the Bolshevists, when
he secured the release from a dun-
geon in Tiflis of one of his staff and
his wife.

He returned to England last fall
in poor health and had been under
:ge care of doctors and nurses since

en.

Col. Boyle is survived by his wid-
ow, one son, Joe, Jr.,, who was with
his father at the last, and one daugh-
ter, Flora Boyle of New York. Two
brothers, David of Toronto, and
Charles, who is now in San Diego,
Calif., and one sister, Mrs. A. P. La-
perriere of Woodstock, also survive.
Mrs. Jos. Boyle is at present in Van-
couver and Mrs. Joseph Boyle, Jr.,
and her daughter Josephine. ‘n

WILL TRY FARM HANDS
WK WENT ON STRHE

E..nglish Courts To Hear Cases
Of Intimidation and
Hindrance.

Associated Press Despatch.

Liondon, April 16. — Every bench
magistrate in Norfolk this week will
be hearing summonses against strik-
ing farm hands for intimidation and
hindrance. The strikers, including
several women, are alleged to have
inflicted bodily chastisement on non-
union workers.

After the abortive conferences of
last week a feeling is growing that
the strike may fizzle out, for’ between
the strikers and the farmers in cer-
tain districts there is a tendency to
make individual agreements. Even
the strikers are disposed to confess
their difficulties in maintaining solid-
arity in the dispute which has spread
over dozens of scattered villages, re-
lations between the farmers and the
workers is so much more direct and
personal than where hundreds are
employed in a factory.

Many workers have already re-
turned under police protection, and
with further assistance from volun-
teers the farmers are prepared to
await the return gradually of regular
help. The big farmers, it is alleged,
are ready to hold on, hoping the dis-
pute will exert further pressure on
the government which has already
promised relief in local taxation.

RESENT IAP SILENGE
- OVER ADMIRAL'S VISIT

Commander of U. S. Asiatic
Fleet Treated With Cool-
ness In Tokio.

Special Cable to The London Advertiser
and The Philadeiphia Public Ledger.

Tokio, April 16. — The American
community in Japan is resentful
over the conspiracy of silence main-
tained by the Japanese press against
Admiral Anderson, commander of
the United States Asiatic fleet, who,
in the flagship Huron, has just com-
pleted a nine-day official visit to
Japan. During the whole period no
Tokio vernacular paper printed a line
concerning his visit nor the official
sntertainments, including Premier

The Japan Advertiser, calling at-
tention to the situation, expresses
surprise and mortification that the
extended hand of TUnited States
friendship has thus been ignored.

“We cannot but feel with real ap-
prehension,” -the Advertiser said,
“that this conspiracy of silence may
result in raising questions as to the
sincerity of Japan in her protesta-
tions of friendliness for America.”

In contrast to the attitude of the
press, that of officialdom has been
most cordial to Admiral Anderson,
but it was noticeable that the admiral
was not accorded an audience by the
prince-regent, the reason being that
the court was in mourning owing to
Prince Kita Shira Kawa's death in
France, immediately followed by the
regent’s departure to Formosa.

STORM PLAYS HAVOG
- WITH FISHING BOATS

{Lake Erie Fishermen Suffer
{  When Tugs Are Torn
From Moorings.

‘ "Speclal to The Advertiser.
Leamington, April 16. — A savere
storm has been raging on Lake Erie
for several days. Considerable loss
has been sustained by the fishermen

on the North shore on Saturday. Mr.
Dobbin’s gillnet tug valued at three
thousand dollars was torn from her
moorings and blown out on to the
beach where it was smashed into
kindling. The boat is a total loss
with no insurance carried. John
Loop, of Wheatley, lost his pondnet
boat in the same manner, it being
damaged beyond repair. It was
Yyalued at two thousand dollars with
no insurance. It is also stated that
the pier at Wheatley has been under-
mined, and damaged to the extent
of many thousand dollars.

Wheatley, is one of the largest
fish producing ports on the north
shore of Laka Erie. When the fish are
running well during the summer, im-
mense hauls are made which will load
two to five cars daily. Thera are
eight pond net fisheries and they are
already driving their stakes, making
 preparation for the spring runs of
perch, whitefish, blués and yellow
pickeral and herring. The fish are
loaded on boats and taken across the
lake to Sandusky which is the dis-
tributing point for New York, Chic-
ago,

Heavy Freight Engine, Striking
Saved Fast Passenger Train Coming Just Behind—

Much Damage

Obstacle on Rails, Undoubtedly
Done to Rails.

' IDETECTIVES SUSPECT

ATTEMPT AT CRIME

‘What is believed to have been a
deliberate attempt to wreck the fast

.| morning passenger train of the C. N.

R. three miles east of Chatham, was
revealed Friday morning when an
eastbound freight train from Windsor
crashed into a large piece of iron
placed on the tracks derailing the en-
gine, and tying up all C. N. R. and
‘WabBash Railway traffic for two hours.

The derailment, which followed
closely the train wreck nearby,
Thursday, tied up the eastbound
mainline which was the only route
open to trains in view of the fact that
the westbound line was still blocked
by derailed cars of the previous
wreck.

The derailed engine was hauling a
long train in charge of Conductor
Harry Angles, and Engineer John
Coleman of London, and was proceed-
ing toward the previous wreck at a
fair rate of speed. Although Engin-
eer Coleman did not perceive the iron
on the tracks, he noted sparks flying
from his engine wheels and promptly
applied the brakes. Investigation re-
vealed that the front wheels or pilot
truck of the engine were derailed and
that the train had proceeded 35 car
lengths in this manner.

Searching for the cause of the de-
railment the train crew discovered a

large iron cylinder weighing about
100 pounds lying beside the rails. At
the point of derailment one railway
tie had been broken and several
others gouged out by the engine pilot
squeezing the cylinder into the
ground. Fortunately only the pilot
trucks left the tracks otherwise a ser-
fous derailment may have occurred.

As the wheels passed along on the
ties they cut every bolt and spike off
the rails, and it was feared that the
cars would turn the rails as they
passed over them. After two hours’
work the trucks were replaced with-
out the auxiliary which was speeding
to their aid.

The train proceeded slowly over the
damaged tracks, after which section
men employed on the other wreck
spiked the rails and the fast passen-
ger trains of the C. N. R. and Wabash
which were held up were allowed to
proceed. i

C. N. R. and Wabash Railway de-
tectives who were on duty at the
scene state that the iron causing the
deraliment may have dropped from a
car of scrap iron, but they suspect
that it was deliberately placed on the
track for the fast passenger train
which was due at that time. The
pilot of the freight engine was
damaged considerably by the derail-
ment.

CONSERVATVE CHIEF
. SCORES DRURY POLICY

Howard Ferguson Declares
Ontario Government Body
of Spenders.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, April 16.—Ontario needs a
change of government and the appli-
cation of those principles of economy
which the United Farmers preached
and theh forgot, said Howard Fergu-
son, leader of the Ontario Conserva-
tives when addressing the electors of
West York yesterday.

Mr. Ferguson devoted much of his
time to the financial situation, for
that alone, he believed should be
enough to warrant the people cast-
ing aside ‘““the spenders and looking
for the type of leadership in Ontario
\zhlch can practice economy as well
as talk 1t.”

In fifty-two years up to 1919, which
marked the arrival of the “preaching
economists,” he said, “‘the best which
any administrations could do in ac-
cumulating a debt upon Ontario was
to pile up $97,000,000. But after the
“real economists” stepped in the
people got an example of spending
which had left them “amazed,” for in
four years the Druryites have raised
that $97,000,000 up to $241,000,000.”

The U.F.O. plea that this new debt
was undertaken largely on account of
hydro development and the T. and
