More than 128,000 tons of shelled 
peanuts are exported annually from 
British West Africa. Gordon Beattie 
told the Lions’ club last evening. Mr. 
Beattie is a London boy, who, after 
graduating from the Ontario Agri­
cultural college three years ago. ac­
cepted a position as an agricultural 
officer in the British colonial office. 
Since that time he has been sta­
tioned in Britsh West Africa as an 
agricultural specialist, inducing the 
natives to adopt improved western 
methods of crop-raising. He is At 
present visiting his parents in this 
city.

Peanuts and cotton form practically 
the only exports of the country, said 
Mr. Beatty. The cotton trade as yet 
is small, it being hard to induce the 
natives to cultivate the proper sort 
of cotton plant. The country has 
always produced cotton, but it has 
been of the very worst quality.

Research on the part of the British 
government demonstrated that cotton 
second only to the very finest 
Egyptian product could be grown in 
the country. If a sufficient majority 
of the natives request it, districts are 
set aside in which is it Illegal to grow 
any but the superior quality. Gradu­
ally these areas are being extended, 
and the colony promisee to develop 
into a real factor in the cotton 
markets of the world.
