THE ZANZIBAR ATROCITIES.
Sir James Fergusson, Parliamentary 

Secretary to the Foreign Office, stated that 
instructions had been sent to the British 
Consul al Zanzibar to protest in the strong­
est terms against a repetition of the cruel 
executions which have occurred in the 
streets of Zanzibar. He had also been in- 
structed to invite the other foreign consul# 
to co-operate with him in warning the 
Sultan of the disastrous consequences that 
are likely to follow his disregard of this 
protest.

MINOR TELEGRAMS.

Henry Drummond Wolff, the British 
Envoy. A Russian bank will be establish 
ed in Teheran.

The Daily Telefraph’* correspondent at 
St. Petersburg says:—“Having secured a 
loan bv feining frien liness towards the 
Paris Exhibition, the Russian Government 
has instructed newspapers as far as possible 
to ignore the subject and to refrain from 
advising private individuals to send goods 
to the Exhibition.”

Herr Dilthy, the Director of the German 
East Africa Company, has returned to 
Berlin from Zanzibar. He denied that the 
company was responsible for the rising in 
East Africa, which he attributes to the 
slave dealers. He regards the assumption 
of imperial sovereignty in East Africa as 
an imperative necessity.

Lord Salisbury, speaking at a public 
meeting this evening, referring to the 
“blackmail” incident he denied that he 
hud, as Mr. Gladstone asserted, contempt­
uously described the Indian. The speech 
was mainly a retrospective of the session. 
Referring to the obstruction tactics in Par­
liament he said that some way must be 
found to remedy the evil.

About 700 holders of bonds and shares 
in the Panama Canal Company held a 
meeting at Paris to-day. and decided to 
forego for the present the payment of the 
coupons and the redemption of the shares. 
All present signed documents binding them 
to subscribe to any fresh issue. At another 
meeting it was resolved to demand that the 
necessary measures be taken immediately 
to safeguard the numerous interests con­
cerned in the canal.

There was an exciting scene in the 
Senate this afternoon. Leon Say with­
drew his motion for printing Challemel- 
Lacour’s speech and its posting through- 
out the country. After he had made this 
announcement M. Naquet ascended the 
tribunal and renewed Say’s motion. There 
was immediately a great uproar. The 
members shouted “Enough! Enough!” 
and demanded that Naquet sit down. The 
President stated that Naquet had taken up 
Say’s motion on his own account. Then 
there was disorder, which was increased 
when Naquet left the tribunal and attempt­
ed to make a speech from the floor, the 
tumult being so great as to completely 
drown his voice, several members shouted 
"Expel him!" and the President, as soon 
as he could make himself heard, call­
ed Naquet to order. The latter soon 
after left the Chamber. The Senate after­
wards rejected his motion, and resumed the 
debate on the budget.

They Sweep Dow n Upon the Dervish 
Horsemen Like* MU A valanche— 
The Rebels mi Last Account* were 
Mill on the Run— Belief that They 
Will Attempt to Betake Their 
Lost Position- Important State- 
ment* by the Prisoners- Lord 
Salisbury Declare* Suakim Must 
Net Be A bandoned— No Proof of 
Emin Mey’s Capture.

London, Dec. 20. — An official despatch 
from General Grenfell, dated Suakim, 
11.25 a. m., 20th, says:—“The enemy’s loss 
was 400. The Hussars are still pursuing 
the Arabs. The trenches are nearly tilled, 
and two temporary redoubts are being 
built. The joint forces are entrenched. 
They will bivouac on the field to-night, 
the naval detachment with the machine 
guns remaining in the trenches. 1 have 
sent the man-of-war Starling and all the 
available steamers to anchor off Handoub 
in order to prevent a force from Handoub 
coming upon us. During the action the 
dervishes were so severely punished that 
we expect to have a quiet night.

RETURN OF THE HUSSARS.
A Suakim despatch this afternoon says- 

—The Hussars who followed the fleeing 
Arabs have returned. They chased the 
enemy to within four miles of Handoub. 
They were still running.

A FEATURE OF THE FIGHTING 
was the determined rush upon the trenches 
by the blacks and Egyptians. i he 
Dervishes fought with the utmost bravery, 
a great many of them dying in the trenches. 
The charge of the Hussars is also especi­
ally mentioned. When the Dervish cavalry 
saw them coming they dismounted from 
their horses and planted their spears in the 
ground, but these proved no ob­
struction to the Hussars, who 
swept down upon the Dervish horsemen 
like an avalanche, cut through their ranks 
and left half of their dead upon the 
ground. The Hussars then reformed and 
charged upon the remaining Dervishes, who 
fled. A large portion of the rebel force 
was not engagea in the fighting, being ab- 
sent ramping at Handoub and the wells 
beyond that place. It is believed the rebels 
will be reinforced and make an attempt 
soon to retake their lost position. Three 
zerebas and a stockade were built over tilled 
trenches and manned by four Soudan ; e 
battalions and British soldiers. The space 
between them and the waler forts was 
occupied by a battalion of horse artillery. 
The Emir of Trinkitat is a prisoner. He 
is wounded. Osman Digna’s nephew and 
12 Dervishes have been captured. All were 
wounded.

COMPLAIN OF THEIR ARMS.
Serious complaints are made concerning 

the quality of the sabres and revolvers 
furnished to the troops. Several cavalry- 
men returned with broken sabres, and in 
many instances their revolvers became 
clogged and were rendered u eless.

what the PRISONERS say.
A despatch to the Timex from Suakim 

says:— The prisoners say they believe that 
ali the mounted gunners were killed. All 
tell the same story of privation and cruelty 
at the hands of the Mahdi and 
Osman Digna None of them wished 
to tight, but were forced to do 
so or persuaded to fight by promises of loot 
at Suakim and other rewards. The trenches 
were bare. They found no food, clothing 
or money, but only Snider rilles and 
earl ridges. The prisoners know nothing 
of the reported capture of Emin or of the 
fall of the Equatorial Provinces. The 
natives assert that Handoub would fall at 
the first approach of our troops. The 
Government ought not to lose this chance. 
The task is an easy one, as there is not the 
slightest sign of any gathering of the local 
tribes.

SUAKIM MUST NOT BE ABANDONED.
Lord Salisbury, in his speech at Scar­

borough. said the Ministry had no inten­
tion of entangling the country up in a new 
Soudan expedition, but they could not 
abandon Suakim. The English, Egyptian 
and Turkish Minisines were unanimously of 
opinion that Suakim must not be aban­
doned. Lord Salisbury continued—“As 
long as the Khedive desires it we shall 
maintain the Red Sea ports. The Govern 
ment had never had the slightest intention 
of abandoning Suakim to the Soudan­
ese. We are bound under the promise 
made by Mr. Gladstone's Government 
to do so. A British statesman’s first duty 
is to prevent foreigners from thinking that 
every change of Government must neces- 
sarily mean the changing of our foreign 
policy. It would be madness to surrender 
Suakim when we are on the eve of suppres- 
sing slavery, because the final struggle 
with the slave dealers must be fought upon 
the Red Sea. By the treaty of Pa is we 
are bound to uphold the integrity of the 
Sultan’s empire.”

At one time a Mr. Kirk said he 
would whip any Government officer who 
interfered with his business, meaning his 
business with women. Another case was 
that in which an agent of the company had 
declared he would break a man’s head if 
he refused to bring his wife to him. 
Witness said that if he owed any 
apology to the Government it was that 
he did not have Webster, the company’s 
agent, shot. In response to questions wit- 
ness admitted that the social relations of 
the natives on the island was peculiar, and 
that the women were probably loose in 
character. He said he would rather serve 
a term in the penitentiary than go through 
again what he and his wife experienced on 
the island. Witness offered several affi­
davits, which he said supported the state- 
ments he had made concerning the con­
duct of the company’s agents.
