A Financial Crisis Predicted.

London, Sept. 17.— uand and Water de-
clares that a financial crisis, which first
found serious expression in the Bariog col
lapse, is becoming more active. I'be situa-
tion is rendered worse by t:e artificial
efforts made during the past two years to
postpone the inevitab:e reult. Within past
twenty-four bours seven clubs in tae West
End have been indefinitely closed, and
half the London journals are on the verve
of disaster, five o the largest estares in
England are shortly to be sold, several
con mercial tirms of hitherto good 1eputa-
tion are now dis rusted and the pumber of
well known mepn, prominent as society
entertainers, is vatishing., The writer in-
stances tne collapse of the Lyrie Club, one
of the ‘‘smartest” in Evgland, with an
aristocratic and wealthy membership
Lhis club was scemingly bighly prosper-
ous, and mst of the directors were
weilthy. It was an extremelv profitable
coocern, Suddenly a charge of wholignle
torgery was  broucht against Capraiv
Sunders, 8 member 0¢ tne club, who was
arrested at  Liverpool just as be was
about boarding a steamer for the West
Iudies and the whole fabric crumbled into
dust. Onpe prominent i dividual is report-
ed to have lost £70,000, anuther £30,000,
while a thivd feared that he would be
made bankrupt. The club itself was
ruiced.

Reforms in Prussia,

Berlin, Sept. 18.-—The Prussian Diet will
meet during the second week ia Novem-
ber. It wi'l consider the question of re-
forming the electoral svstcm. [he new
system of taxition has impelled the pro-
pored reform. The Prussian system.
which was designed to give aristocrats
supremacy, must be modified. f{he bill
will pot propose all that the Freisinnige
party desires. It still retains the plan of
grouping the electers in classes according
to taxation, but lowers the qualitications to
vote, Among the first bills to be intro
duced in the Reichstag will be one giving
the impetial bealth office control of the
sanitary regulations of the whole of Ger-
many. Thbe different laws now existing in
cach of the federated states makes joint
action impossible. The epidemic of
cholera has shown tbe necessity for a
central authority coutrolling sanitation of
the empire. 'The R-ichstag will adopt the
bill witbout much debate. The negotia-
tions for a commercial entente “with
Russia have resulted in a definite project,

which was presented to the Finance Minis-
try at 8t Petersburg oo Thursday. Ger-
many offers to reduce the tanff on cereals.
alcohols, hides, petroleum and other oils
in exchange for lower Russian duties on
cloth, iron, coal and ali kinds of
machirery.
