“The force under General Buller is

ing, it may fairly be said to have made a
good first step on the road to. the be-
sieged town.

“The movement was begun at an early
‘hour on Monday morning by way of Pot-
gieter’s Drift. « The Eleventh Brigade,
forming a part of the Fifth Division un-
der General Warren, made a feint at-
tack ‘upon the kopjes immediately on our
front.

“The assault was delivered at the out-
set 'under cover of naval guns on Mount
Alice, and subsequently ‘under that of
‘field batteries. The infantry advanced
steadily towards the Boer entrenchment
at Brakfontein, and kept the enemy bus-
ily employed.

“ While this diversion was being made
the remainder of the infantry told off
for the attack, who had bivouacked Sun-
day night under Mount Alice, moved
along at the foot of Zwarts Kop in the
direction of our right,

“A pontoon bridge was thrown across
the Tugela by the Engineers, under the
fire of the enemy. The first battalion
to. move across in the forenoon was the
Durham Light Infantry of Gen. Lyttle-
ton’s brigade.. They advanced against
Vaal Krantz, which lies on the most
direct road to Ladysmith, and after two
hours’ splendid work they got within
charging distance of the Boers.
