But there is a 
third meaning of “puot,” and that is the 
one In question in connection with the 
present accident. A “‘pilot” in this case 
means a man (generally à bi-âkeman), who 
knows the road, and who goes up in the 
cab with a hew driver and keeps him 
posted as to the grades, the curves, the 
crossings, the stations, etc., but who in no 
case takes charge of the engine, which re­
mains in control of the driver, whose duty 
is to carry out his orders and obey the 
rules.

The suburban trains are run for the con­
venience of the people of the suburbs, not 
for the profit of the company: There is 
one thing lost sight of sometimes, and it to 
this, that the suburban trains both here 
and in the neighborhood of Montreal were 
started to supply a felt want on the part 
of the people in the respective localities. 
If the officers of the Grand Trunk con­
sulted their own convenience, and perhaps 
the interests of the company, they would 
discontinue these trains, which are not 
rhoney-making, and are a source of much 
trouble, and require a great deal of pains 
in working them ; but I personally felt 
that in the neighborhood of Montreal, and 
no doubt the late manager of the Great 
Western similarly thought the same with 
regard to Toronto, that such a service 
required by the people in or near these 
cities, and so gave it.
