A Government Kallway System.
Just now the progress of the Canadisn

Pacific railway and the development of the |

Northwest are giving much anxious
thought to the people of Chioago. The
Tribune been devoting some attention
to this subject in connection with the rafl-
way problem, the diﬂcultlu of which
seem every year %o ‘Ancreasing rather
than diminishing. A committee of the
American senate—the inter-afate commerce
committee, it is called—is nfw engaged in
visiting important points, making inquiry
and taking evidence with regard to the
evils from which the produce trade and
the transportation business generally
are now suffering and has juss fin-
ished its ~labors at . Chicago. Our
contemporary advocates the establishment
of a railway bureau with very full powers
to be maintained by the government. In
harmony with what The World has re-
peatedly said before, let us add now that
we thoroughly agree with the Chicago
Tribune, and believe that to this com-
plexion it must come at lut. in both Can~
ada and the United States. We do not
say that the government should rwun reil-
ways, but that it should certainly control
them and in some cases own them too,
National control is the only sufficient
remedy. for the gigantic evils of discrimina.
tion, rebates and railway wars.

An American suthority, so says the
Tribune, has stated that two-thirds of the
great wheat belt of this continent lies north
of the forty-ninth parsllel. The Canadia®
Worthwest in 1883 did not produce suffi-
cient grain for its own comsumption, In
1884 it had & surplus of 7,000,000 busheis
of wheat—perhaps a safer fignre to take
would be 5,000,000 bushels. Oae of the
proprietors of the Bell farm at Qu’Appelle
is reported in the Pall Mall Gazette to
bave said that the general manager of the
Canadian Pacific had promised that wheat
would be carried next season from Winni-
peg to Liverpool at one shilling (25 cents)
per bushel. Such a rate from the states
and territories in the same longitude would
be impossible—to the seaboard even—ex-
cept at a rhinous loss to the nilway com-
panies, A few years ago this would have
been a very low rate from Chicago $o New
York, with water oompeunon the whole
way.

Yt is not alone the enmormous wheat
producing capacity of the Capadian North-
west, now only beginning to be developed,
ghat alarms our contemporary of the great
western Babylon. The rise and growth
of a gigantic government railway system
morth of the border is anotner and equally
gerious cause of uneasiness, Counting
the Capadian Pacific as a government
road, we have to the north of us, says the
Tribune, a government system of railroads
stretching from British Columbia to Nova
Sgotia. The road, from Port Moody on
the Pacific ocean to Montreal, is upder one
mapagement. It controls its own tele.
graph, conducts its own express business,
and has no fast freight lines preying on
its vitals, It is probable, also, that it will
have sense enough to do its own sleeping
snddrawingroomcarbusiness. Thelargerey.
ennes from these sonrces, which with us are
diverted from the railways, will be of vast
benefit in the economical working of the
system. It will be subject to no fluctus-
tions of rates caused by bursting of pools,
eto,, por be hampered with the expenge
and delay of carrying traffic over half-a-
dosen different roads, as is the case in tho
states., The Capadian Northwest farmer,
unlike his competitor on the same meridian
in the States, will know exactly what it
will cost to carry his produce to market.

The fact that the traksportation problem
(in the United States) will be, too, largely
affected by the existence of what is prac-
tically a government system of railroads t9
the nogth appears, says the Tribune, to
have been overlooked by the commission,
though it may not be too late for it to
ebtain copsideration in the official report,
We commend the  Chicago view of the
importance of Canada’s great national
railway to those grumblers amongst our-
selves who gabble away on the subject as
if every dollar laid on the Canadjan Pacific

A writer in the Northwestern Miller has
been told that the idea of bonanza farming
in Dakota sprang oat of the settlemens of
Jay Cooke’s debts.

ENGL 'SH PARLI I{MENTARY

I noticed in your paper lately some ob~
servations by Mr. Honston concerning Mr.
Gladstone’s parliamentary career, which
bhave induced me to send you a few re-
marks,

For the last thirty years those speakers
jn the British honse who have led the
expression of opinion seem to have been
but four, namely: Lord [Palmerston, Mr,
Disraeli, Sir E. B. Lytl% and Mr. Glad-
stone, Brougham was dld, the wit had
lefs his speeches. Macaunlay was of him-

Peel was dead. Behind the first four
mentioned the utterances of such men a-
Derby, Bright, Layard, Russell, Lowe and
many ofhers, furnish comparatively only
an everchanging background of agreeable
monotone.

The strength of Palmerston laid much in
8ssertiop, and in the peculisar powers of
which it was supported. The apparent
good-nature of his most earnest—even his
most effec'ive attacks—was such as ren-
dered it impossible even for the overthrown
to be angry with him., It was more
pleasant to be attacked by him than
defended - by some. Then, his oratory,
easily on occasion rising to height, never
rose to incomprehensible height, and
a'ways gave the impression of a repressed
orce, His great oppopent, not so much
the gentleman of the old school, could
indeed sometimes overbear him in facts,
but never equal him in temper. Ip a long
speech, Palmerston had charged Disraell
with many misstatements. ' Mr. Disraeli,
in another as long, declared that had
he done 8o, the tone of the other should not
bave been sarcastic, bnt fiercely indignant
His lordship’s reply was unique. He re-
stated the facts; he begged the honorable
geatleman’s pardon for mot having been
violent; considered he had utterly refuted
him; but as for getting into & passion with
him, that he trusted he would be excused
from. And theinimitable gesture and ton®
did more wita the house than the facts,
He possessed, to an astonishing degree, the
confidenceof manyleading men. *‘Universa
chaos,” it is said, “‘counld not shake Palmer.
ston’s smile.” “Nor,” it might have been
added, ‘‘prevent the house from half beliey-

ing m him, even when it voted against
him,”

Diraeli was a speaker of wonderful
power. rlyne his impromptu sentences,
and you shall find yourself unable, though
takiong time, to substitute more appropriate
words. There you found condengation, yet
nothing of the dictionary; there wag grace-
ful expaosion, yet nothing garrulously dif-
fuse, He was a speaker 1o induce a house
to believe him the very fountain of
constitutional knowledge. Orhers, much
better versed, yet lacking his power of
imposing delivery, were believed in less than
he. On any subject, ¢c ud he have the
last word, you were prone to adopt his
view. Even confutation did not thor-
oughly remove oconviction. At some
length he had once impressed hia auditors
thoroughly that Brazil, pow civilized, had
humeanely abandoned the slave trade,
which in twenty years before our cruisers
had not checked. With less grage but
more ,truth Lord John Russell explained
that when at last these cruisers, useless
on ths open sea, had entered the waters of

traffic which then ceased to be profitable, |

words of Disraeli were not more lasting
