He arrived in this city about two weeks
ago, and while awaiting the arvival of his
balloon has busied himself studying the air
currents and preparing a peculiar apparatus,
'lhilfeh he proposes to attach to his influted
globe.

He pro by adding to huge white
wings to the balloon and sail whither he
will, ascending and descending at pleasure.
The wings are about eight by six feet, and
are spread -upon a bamboo pole about twelve
feet long, having two branches from. the
main pole, one on either side, and four cross-
fieoe-. The wings are of strong though
‘i&ht-mighw canvas, sewed to eash piece of

. By working the wings as one would a
pair of oars in rowing, the inventor claims
to be able to control his movements. At
any rate, he has such confidence in his
ability to do so, that he has not only spent
much money on the invention, but proposes
to risk his life on it.

The balloon is 36x26 feet, is capable ot
lifting 400 pounds, and cost $500. It re-
quires 11,000 feet of gas, and about 15
hours is the time necessary to inflate it.
Mr. Woodward caused to be erected a can-
vas screen about 40 feet in height on a va-
cant lot, where he made an attempt to fill
it.
