Chicago, May 29.—-F. B. Milbnrn, said

He bad re­
ceived a letter from hie father at Jackson­
ville, refusing him further remittances be­
cause he had already been given money 
enough and denying him entrance to the 
paternal roof, and still further urging him 
to earn his own livelihood.

Opening a copy of a newspaper he laid it 
over one end of the waehstand, which 
stood in front of the looking-glass, 
the paper he placed a towel and a razor. 
Then placing the washbowl just in front of 
the mirror, where it would catch the blood 
which might flow, he drew the razor across 
his throat, almost severing the juguler 
vein, the mirror serving te guide his 
hand.

He then replaced the razor on thei paper, 
and leaning over the bowl allowed the 
blood to flow into it, while with the towel 
evidently endeavored to prevent the blood 
from flowing down upon bis clothing. Be­
fore his strength left him entirely he walk­
ed across the room to a bed, carrying a 
heavy water jar half fall of water in such a 
position that the blood from the wound in 
his neck would fall in it. He retained 
strength enough to put t>ie jar down again 
before he fell on the bed face downward 
and expired.

Directors From Closing On Sundays.
Chicago, May 29.—Judge Stein to-day 

issued a temporary injunction restraining 
the Exposition directory from closing the 
World’s Fair on Sundays.

The decision was made pursuant to a bill 
filed some weeks ago by Charles W. 
man of Chicago, in behalf of himself 
stockholder in the Exposition Company 
and as a citizen.

The proceedings were in the State courts 
and were entirely distinct from the more 
recent case in the federal courts, to which 
the United States Government is a party.

Judge SLein held that Congress had made 
no law compelling Sunday closing.

Immediately after the reading of the de­
cision Attorney Edwin Walker gave notice 
that the defendants would file their answer 
in the course of 10 days, after which argu­
ments will be heard and a final decision 
rendered later.

The courtroom was crowded when the 
judge began reading his decision. He said 
the main points on which to decide this 
case were, the Federal law involved, its 
moral aspects and the state law. In going 
over the Federal law Judge Stein 
found that under the Act of 
Congress creating the Exposition the 
whole of Jackson Park could be thrown 
open to the public on all days of the week. 
Later on Oct. 12, 1892, the appropriation 
then made by Congress provided for Sun­
day closing. When accepted this consti­
tuted a legal contract.

The court went on to eay that, while it 
had been shown that Congress had with­
drawn from its agreement by withholding 
a part of the appropriation, nothing to show 
that the fair authorities had accepted the 
additional condition had been given in 
evidence. This, he said, left the matter in 
the hands of the fair authorities.
