The income account shows the year’s 
receipts to be $10,409, including sub­
scriptions of $8002. The expenditure was 
$899 less, this sum being transferred to 
capital account. 1 The assets are placed 
at $29,434, made up as follows: Island 
and town club properties, $26,600; fur­
niture, $1460; stock of liquors, etc., 
$564; insurance unexpired, $86; cash in 
bank aud on hand, $832. The liabilities 
allow $11,210 balance to the profit and 
loss account.

The Strange Plagae That Swept Away 
the Schismatic Enemies of the Papacy.

The

The epidemic of the Middle Ages 

were so numerous that even such In 
defatigable historians as Hecker and 
Hoesor have been compelled to leave 
many .of them unnoticed. One of the 
most Interesting of these, both from 
the historic and medical standpoints, Is 
the plague which fell upon the German 
army In Italy, A. D. 1167, and which has 
been fully described by several contem­
porary chroniclers. The following out­
line Is based mainly on the account 
given by Henry, Archdeacon of Salz­
burg, who says that lye has carefully 
compiled It from the narratives of eye­
witnesses.

The long controversy between the 
Empire and the Papacy had culminat­
ed In an open schism and the establish­
ment of an Anti-Pope, to support whom 
Frederick Barbarossa Invaded Italy 
with a great army, directed at once 
agrinst the Independence of the Church 
and of the Lombard cities. The terrible 
destruction of this army In the moment 
of Its triumph sent a thrill of mingled 
horror and exultation throughout 
Europe.

“Then happened a thing unheard of 
since the creation of the world, which 
till the end thereof will make the ears 
of whoso heareth It to tingle. Peruse 
the chronicles of the nations ; where will 
you find a tale such as that which tells 
how the power, wealth and pride of all 
Germany died, not as men die, neither 
fell like one of the princes, but were 
destroyed in heaps, like the rainworms 
or the locusts after a tempest ?”

The great church of St. Peter at Rome 
had been taken by storm. "They broke 
down the gates thereof with axes and 
swords, and cut oft chips from the doors, 
boasting that they would take them to 
their wives as tokens of their own pow­
ers, and of the ignominy of the blessed 
Peter ; so the vengeance of God came 
upon them In the pestilence."

Three days later, Aug. 1, Frederick 
and Beatrice were crowned with great 
pomp by the Anti-Pope Paschalls, in 
the still blood-stained church. The next 
morning waa marked by a sudden tem­
pest of thunder and rain, after which 
the sun shone out brightly, till a thin 
mist rising from the ground covered the 
tents of the schismatic army, and then 
the plague began. The number of the 
victims, says Henry, great as it was,
