It is indisputable that there is 
need for the projected railway, and that its 
establishment will do much to facilitate trade 
and develop the western valley. If the 
steamboat connection with Ewtport and the 
Washington Conroy railway works out, An­
napolis county will be in closer connection 
with the Uuited Spates than any other pan 
of the province, and such an advantage can 
hardly be estimated. A line with one ter­
minus at a deep water pier and the other at 
a railway junction will make a business for 
itself in a surprisingly short time. Its pos 
eibilities as a traffic route have undoubtedly 
been thoroughly explored.

In connection with this railway building, 
it may be well to note that Bridgetown has 
not as yet taken any steps to grant a right- 
of-way for the line within the town.

Boee Entrenchments. ent centres in ------In the course of an exhaustive article on 
the subject of enLrenchmenLa#the Army and 
Navy Gazette says : , , ,

“ Nothing in the system of defensive 
fare employed by the Boers has been more 
remarkable than the extensive and skiJu. 
me made by them of the field entrenchments. 
During the earlier months, of the war, when 
ample time was at their disposal to protect 
this means of defence, every position taken 
up by the enemy was carefully, systematic­
ally and elaborately covered with a network 
of trenches constructed for the combined 
purposes of defence and shelter, with oou 
■ummate skill, and with sectional dimensions 
of a magnitude unattained hitherto. The 
immense value of these entrenchments to the 
Boers as a means of defence cannot be dis­
puted, nor the completeness of the shelter 
they afford. It was entirely due to them 
that the losses of tbe enemy in Cronji s laager 
at Paardeberg, as well as in the lines a.oog 
the Tugela, and in other fortified positions 
was almost iusignifitJ^ot, notwithstanding 
the storms of lyddite and other destructive 
shells with which they were bombarded for 
days together. Wc have long understood 

^eff^gervfce the Importance of entrench- 
ent of all sorts in the field, and the strength 

of defensive positions by such moans is care­
fully inculcated as an indispensible primary 
duty in preparing for defence ; but noth the 
value of the cover afforded by the regulation 
trench, and the means, provided for making 
it are paltry, when compared with the 
effectiveness secured by the Boers, and the 
means they employed. As to their means, 
it m/Æt be admitted that they are unique, 
ainee they commanded an unlimited supply 
of native labor, using the ordinary farm : ~ 
pltments to which they were accustomed. 
Su^h a supply of labor is not at the command 
of European armies, in which the work of 
entrenching must be performed by the troops 
themselves, using such tools as may form 
Dart of their military outfit. It is Important 
to see that these tool" are thoroughly suit able 
for their purpose under the conditions of de­
fence now confronting us.”
