One day T
went to - my munchie’s house as long-as he-stayed in
his wife stood and would not say a word, but-when
he went out she beca me quité interested in what the
Bible woman said. I was the first white person she
had ever-seen, and so she sat and gazed at me while
the Bible woman told the story of Christ and His

wonderful 1ve.

Mext day Munchie said to me seThere didnot I
tell vou our-women are stupid and know -pothing it
is no use to waste time on them. I have tried to
get her to learn Telugu but she says ‘‘other women
do not know how to read so why need I spend my
time learning. R

1 asked him what they did with their time and
he said, “*Oh ! they spend it in gossiping and quar-
relling.”” . Those are ‘some-of the women to which
Iam sent as your represefitative. Will you not
pray withme-thatthey may beled to a higher aim
in Tife, that they may find the Saviour who is able
