Tux practices of bull and bear baiting have fur ma-
ny years been abandoned, and dog and cock fighting
ate now, we behe 2, nearly extinct, except privately,
and under the pocubar auspices of tho idle and disso-
fute; yot we doubt very much, if in tho present day
there Lo on the whols mose meicy shown to the ani-
mal creation gonerally than in former times.

Some yoars ago, when a gentleman of benevolent
feclings carried a bl thirough Parliament to prevent
cruelty to amimals, his excellent intentions, strange to
say, were made the subject of ridicule; and till the
present hour, such is the extreme indifference on all
a:des displayed both by those who are nand out of
authozity, that crucltics ate Jaily commutted on the
streets of our large towns and olsewhere, without cal-
ling forth either remark or cotnusseration,  We cen-
not but tlink that the prosent age, with all its modi-
ficattons in  barbarism, 1s sull wonderfully aflected
with a taste for savage indulgonces. Thistaste, how-
evcr, o do justice to society, 1s demonstrated princi-
pally among what are usually styled the highest and
the lowest ranks—in one case from idleness, in the
other froin sheer 1guorance or vbiuseness of fecling
In recent timnes, scveral insiances have occurred of
wealthy and tender-hearted ladies providing endow-
ments for the preaching of annual sermons on the
subject of cruclty to anunals, bat tlus, it may be pre-
sumed, is a hopeless modo of curning 80 agaravated an
ovil; for it 1 doubtful if any one attends these prelee-
tions whose foelings requite to be prompted to a bet-
ter treatment of the huinble assistants of man in Lis
vatious avocations. It 18 not by such means, we foar,
that tho horse-jockey on the one hand, or the coal-
carter and cattle-driver on the other, aro to lhave
theic foelings humanised.  To reform their practices,
the mude of cure wust be somewlat woie cilectual.

Ignotance, and of couree falso renseming, ate fre-
quently tho masn bass of thuse suflenngs which many
individuals cause the ammal raco to cadure. Ignor.
unce, which is the mother of every murchicf, iv con-
spicuousty busy in depreciating the character asd
physicully tottunng some uf the most usoful creatures
which weo have subjected to our control.  Let us, for
cxample, nicntion the case of the ass. This most
valuable, though hunble assistant in man’s laboure,
has met with simgular ngratiude for its untiring ser-
vices.  Upon at has beon hieaped every kmd ef oblo-
quy, every kind of mususage. Wlilo assiduously

| workiog in behalf of it master, it has been kicked,

beaten, starved, and its vory name made « reproach.
Surcly this is but an inglorious triumph o1 man over
the lower animals. Yot it is seemingly a triumph.
It is the boastful conquostof the tyrant over the slave,
who is unable to defcnd himself. The lion las been
called the king of the brutes; but it would be dificult
tosay why it has gained this pre-eminence, unless
ferocity, strength, and dignity of aspuet, are to be
considercd the tosts of superiority, There is but too
great a disposition among human beings to admire the
beautiful and the lofiy, or even the gaudy ard the
pompous, and to noglect in proportion tho simply uee-
ful. The ghtter and musspent talent of certan kinds
of shameless and trivial literature, engago more of the
popular affections, and produce mora reputation, than
the wriings of those men who have done most fur the
good of their kind. Tho opera-dancer is more liber-
ally tewardod than many members of the learned pro-
fessions. We admire the pageantry of war—love to
gaze upon the splendour of military array, forgetting
the whilc that it ever has been, and never can be any
thing elso than, productive of private misery and na-
tional impoverishment. The richly decorated and
well-accoutred soldier, who spends more than Lalf his
life in a state of mental vacuity, lounging in listless
idleness along our fashiopable promenades, is reckoned
a being far more deserving of our admiration and
eatcem, than the humble schoolmaster, tlie ¢ vulgar
shopkooper,’ or any other ¢ mean.spirited animal,”
who is engaged in honert labour, and by lus indusuy
coatributes to the said soldier’s support. We make a
pet of a worthless parrot for its rich plumage, and
cast not a thought upon the sober and preductive hen.
The lior, which never did & good action from the day
of its creation, has met with nothing but universal
revercnce and eulogy, while the poor ass, whose race
records a history of umatermitting uscfulness, has been
tteated withan equal sharo of abuce and contempt.
