died with wouted recommenda ions of religion to others among his fast ¢ hris-
tian utterances.

Died, March 27th, at the Monnt Tlgin and Muncey Misasion, Mrs. Sawan
Muscrove, wife ol the Rev. James Musgrove, Chainnan of th: Ch.tham
District, after au aflliction of several years, and when she had endeared lier-
seli on wany Uircuits and Missions by an inteliivent and active vischarge of
don e-tic and rol gious duties, a- d by her friendly and sanctified depo tment.
A Yonge Street Camp M. eting was, at the age of fourteen, the scene of her
deepest penilence, ant ineffably precious pardon ; her final witten testimony
to the glo y of ber Saviour, « To me to live is Christ, and to dic is gain;?”
and a few days betore pa sivg to eternity, her charact vistic anxiety for the
welfare of the Indians expressed itselt in a request to be carried .nto she In-
dustrial Instituiion, ana there witn affectinate entreaties 1o them, a d fir-
vent supplications tv God for them, she grasped with her diing rand the hund
of ev. ry boy and girl, whom in day~ « { health she, with Mr. Musgrove, had
nourished with patient and kind solicihude.  "L'he event was very suitably im-
proved by the Rev. Matthew Whiting, befure a weeping Native audience;
and her .ife a.d eath are confirmatory of the opinion—which will yet be read
i biighter char.cters—that Wesleian Miss.ons are ncalculably mdebted for
their stability ai:d at.raciiveness 1o the holines., tenderness, and unwearied
devoteduess of Wewves of Christian Mi-sionaries.

NEW CREDIT.

There were some unpropitious circumstances associated with the removal
of the worthy Indians {rom the old Credit to the New, and especially the
want of salubrity in the location, and many died 5 but th.c land now occupied
is more productive than that formerly occupied on the river Cresit. A good
number of the people, lung trained by the remembered Peter Jones,
adorn thew rel gious profession, and adopt the lif.+ which the vencrable Case
so well recommended 3 and it now appears that new as their settlement
is, thirty Indians, in 1857, raised, besides other crops, more than 4,500
bushels of wheat.
