Webster vs. Mutual Relief Society
of Nova Scotia.

We have recently obtained the Judgments
of the Supreme Court of Canada in this Cause,
which has hbeen occupying the attention of the
Courts for the past three years.

We subjoin the full text of the Judgment,
as delivered by the several Judges of the Supreme
Court of Canada:

Welster vs. Mutual Relicf Socicly of N. S.

Patrenson J.

The contract of insvrance on which this action is
brought is called a Bond of Membership. The opera
tive portion of it is in these words:

This Bond of MemUership witnesscth, that the Mu.
tual Relief Socicty of Nova Scotia, in consideration of
statements made in the application herefor, and the
payment of nine dollars, the receipt whereof is hereby
acknowledged, and the further payment of Annual Dues
of Four 50-100 Dollars, on or before the 23rd day of
February of cach year, and a furthor sum in accordance
with the rate in Column number Two of the Table en-
dorsed hereon, as often as required to replenish the
Death Indemnity Fund during the continuance of this
contract, (said sum not to exceed, however, ten pay-
ments cach year) ;

Do agree to pay to Helen O. G. Webster, the wife
of the member, her Exccutors, Administrators or As.
signs, sixty days after due notico and proof of death
of John L. R. Webster, onc full asscssment contribut-
ed to the Indemnity Fund by all the Members of the
Society at the date of the death of the said member;
provided, however, such payment shall not exceed tho
sum of Five Thousaud Dollars.
