THE BRITISH BOOK TRADE,

TEE book trade of Gieat Britain dgus not appear to
anake the same progress as the other industries oi that
i comtry. In1860, the export of books from the United
Kingdom reached the amount of almost 2 hal{ million
ponds sterling, and in 1870 mot more than £630,855.
“The isnport of books from abroad is even more unfortun-
E ate. The value of thisin 1860 amounted to svmething
over £100,000, and in 1870 it showed the insignificant
Sncrease of £18,871. 1870 was, however, no average
ex, since in that year the expurt of buoks from the
f Uiited Kingdom was about £46,000 less than in 1869,
andthoimport showsa fallmg off of £16,000. The value
of British books exported to France fell from £27,085 1
1860, to £18,733 in 1870, and the export to Holland
From £12,377 to £7,989. The export to Germany in
3.8j0 amounted to £17,073 and to Belgium to £8,346 ; in
Ooth cases somewhat bigher than in 1869. Though the
British clonies were affected little or not atall by the
Fwopean war, the export of hooks o them in 1870,
Gowe up wwith a considerable diminution compared to
hat 0 1869.  T'he greatest consumer of British books is
Ehe United sStates, which is credited upen the list with
uamount of over £205,000. As regands the imporis of
Koooks, that from France feil from £48,509 in 1869 to
1,955 in 1870 ; that from Hanburg fell from £41,180
-‘f30,903, and the import from Bremen, from £4,126 to
B3885. Theimports from Holland, Belgium and the

nited States show on the contrary a considerable in-

of foreign Janguages, and an accurate acyuaintance with
the types of all languages. The superiority of the Ger-
man printers is such that many English books are sent to
Germany to be set up, although they are returned to Eng-
Jand for binding. Mure interesting still 1s the report of
the bookseller's school at Leipsic, whose purpose is to
thoroughly train young men for iheir trade by attending
to the literary, as well as the practizal side of the busi-
ness. A three years’ course is marked out, embracing the
study of all the prominent languages, ancient and modern,
and their literature, mathematics, geography, commerce,
history, natural scicnces, drawing and writing, ®sthetics,
bihlingraphy, statistics, busiress management, eta.
