Since the beginning of the present year
R. Campbell & Son, Pictou, have shipped
$34,500 worth of leather to Newfound-
land and Great Britain.

Ottawa, May 14.—The total capital of
the “Stormont Cotton  Manufacturing
Company” has been increased from $150-
oco 10 $500,000 by permission of the
Government,

Ottawa, May 14.—The steamship Fox-
Aound arrived ar Quebec last evening from
Liverpool.  This is the steamer the
Dominion Government has purchased for
the protection of the fisheries.

Vice-Chancellor Blake has resigned
his position on the Bench, and it is under-
stood that he will at once join his old
firm, which will now bear the name of
Blake, Kerr & Cassells. .

A wmeeting of the Alumni of King's
College, Windser, to take into cousidera-
tion the financial condition of the College,
i5 1o be held in Halifax on Monday even-
ing, 23rd inst.

The Nova Scotia Glass Company, of
New Glasgow, are taking steps to get into
active opcrations as soon as possible.
The furnace, which will cost some 88,000,
will be delivered varly in June.

Mr. Horace L. Crandall, Marine Fn-
gincer, of Dartmouth, N. S.. hast just
received the contract for constructing a
manne rathvay at Honolulu, Sandwich
Islands. The Government of the king-
dom subsidjze the work largely.

Montreal, May t4.—The 10,000 dollar
bonus to the Merchants’ Cotton Com-
pany was carried at St. Henri to-day,
only two voling against it. Work on

the foundation of the new cotton factory |

will begin on Monday.

Messrs. Weeks & Foster, who recently
purchased the gold mining property
owned by the AVestminster Co., at
Lawrencetown, Halifax County, have
come upon a bed of fine sand largely
charged with quicksilver and coarse and

fine goid.

The promoters of the Halifax Cotton
Factory had, .up «to - Monday, secured
the large amount of $200,000. Itis now
understood that the capital will be placed
at $300,000.  The success of the enter-
prise is now considered an accomplished
fact,

Ottawa, May 16.—The work of census
taking in this secticn is about completed.
It is thought that the population of Ot-
tawa will be about 27,000, ‘The suburbs
will increase this by fully 3,000, making
a total population for the city and suburbs
ot 30,000.

Ottawa, May 13.—The lalest rumor
in railway and commercial circles is to
the effect that a syndicate is being form-
ed and 2 plan arranged to amalgamate
the South Lastern, the Q. M. O. and O.
Railway, and the Lake St. John Railway
under one management,

Ouawa, May 14.—An Order-in-Coun-
cil has been passed in relation to fees,
etc., upon letters patent of iicorporation.
It requires full particulars regarding the
intention of the company ; also, that onc-
half of the aggregate stock must be taken
up, and at least ten per cent. of the en-
tire stock paid up.
