“Resolved, That it is the judgment of the
Houto of Bishops that the use of tho unfer-
mented juico of the grape, as the lawful and
proper wing of the Holy ISucharist, is not war-
ranted by the example of our Lord, and is an
unauthorised departure from the custom of the
Catholic Church.

“ Resolved, That the mixture of water with
the Eucharistic wine is lawful and in conform-
ity with the usage of the Catholic Church, and
that there is po objecticn to the use of the
mixed cup : Provided it be mot ritually intro-
duced until it be authorised by the rubric.”

Socrery ForR THE DPROPAGATION OF TUE

GospeL.—The 186th anniversary public meet-
ing of the Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel in Foreign Darts was held recontly,
in St. Jamos' Hall. Tho Archbishop of Canter-
bury presided, and was supported by the Bishop
ot London, Sir J. Gorst, Q.C, M.P, Sir R
Tomple, M.P., the Bishop of Sydney, the Bishop
of Rupertsland, the Bishop of Antigua, the
Bishop of Colchester, Bishop Perry, the Earl:
of Belmore, the Dean of Windsor, the Master:

of the Charter Iouse, Mr. Justice Pinney, tho
Rev, Canon Wado, tho Arvchdesncon of Lahore,

the Roev. Canon Curteis. the Rev. Canon Mason,
and the Rev. Canon Bennott. The Seccrotary,
the Rev. H. W. Tucker, read the roport, which
stated that the Society's income for the year
1886 amounted to £105,711 14s 11d, being a
large falling off from tho rcecipls of the pre-
vious year. The item of collections, subscrip-
tions and donations—#£13,408 25 1d—showed 2
diminution of £2,242, and the legacios fell far
below tho amount received in 1885, The
Archbishop of Cantorbury addressed the meot-
ing, and said that thero were very fow docu-
mentis which carried their minds through such
great and majestic subjects us did a missionary
report of the present day. There were two sub-
jects on which all people intorested in mission
work must feel anxious, Tho first was the im-
menso variety in the form and matier of tho
ginstruction which their missionaries had now
to give in the varions parts of the world, from
the simplo tale of the Gospel message down to
tho deepest and most difficelt roasoning with
people who wanted to unnderstand the, philo-
gophy of the faith presented to them. If they
wero to command tho subtle intellects of the
Hindoo people, for instance, it would be neces-
gary for their missionaries to receive @ slill
higher and ligher education, 1t was becoming
absolutely necessury that they should have very
wiso and learned men, versed in evidences, in
critieism, in the very philosophy of our religion.
And yet, onthe other hand, they were confront-
ed with the fact of the extraordinary skill that
was wanted to communicate Christinnity in its
simplicity.  They wanted men full of love,
faith, fervor, and simple powers of' oxpression,
They had been astonished and ovoerwhelmed
by being told by truc-hearted and well-meaning
peoplo that there were parts of tho world where
Mahometanism was doing moro good than
Christinnity, It was a frightiul thing to con-
template that all the magnificent resources
that had been opened to them in tho tremen- .
dous valley of the Congo, stretching from ono
gida of Africa to the other, were, immedintely
upon their discovery, beinganaddened and pois-
oned with the drinlk which wo usea that walor-
way o convey to them,  As fust sy their mis-
sionaries advinced with the simple Gospol of
Christ they were followed by that which, in-
stead of being cternal salvation, was almost -
mediate destruction  to the races it cnmo
amongst. The work was not diminishing in
thoir hands, but rathor increasing overy day.
They had now ten times a3 many dioceses s
they had a few years ago; their missionariod
and native Christinns were increaning year by
year, but there were now 200,000 more Muho-
tang and Buddhists in a very small portion of
the globe than there were five years ago. iy
Grace then dwelt on the importancoe of kecping
alive all national Christian Churches ; and said
that it behoved England to insist upon the
prineiple upon which she lived—that in the
whole one united body of the Cutholic Church
there must be tho national Churches, and that
cach might hold the Gospel with such forms
as myght interpret it in the best light to itself.
Sir John Gorst referred to the great progress
1made by the Sooioty in New Zealand and
Anustraiia, and asked that its operations wight
