Tuke sad news was lately received of the death
of Miss Sarah Ethel Swaby. cldest daghter of
the Bishop of Guiana, who was lately Vicar of

St. Mark’s, Sunderland, Miss Swaby died on her
way to Guiana, and was buried at sex.

Tue Bishop of Albany, Dr. Doane, in view of
the pressing need of money this winter for the

relief of the poor and unemployed, has declined
the proffer of a banquet in his honor on the oc-
casion of the twenty-fifth anniversary of his
counsecration,

Besipes the two Archbishops, twenty-two
English and three Welsh Bishops, together with
the Archbishops of R upert's Land and Ontario,

have lately become Vice-Presidents of the
Church Lads’ Brigade, tho 250th company of
which has just been enrolled.

TaE death of tho Rt. Rev. Walter Chambers,
D.D., (who was sometime Bishop of Labuan,
Sarawall and the Straits Settlements), in his
70th year, is announced. Mo has becn more or

less an invalid since 1881, when, through over-
work and the trying climate of Borneo, his
health broke down, He was ono of the first
S.P.G. missionaries to Borneo.

Tre Rev. G. H. St. Patrick Garrett, B.D,
T.C.D., incumbent of St. Paul's, Prince’s Park,
Liverpool, formerly vicar of Widnes, has been
asked by the Committee of the C.M.8. to allow

his name to be submitted to the Archbishop of
Canterbury as one of the new Bishopsin Japan.
Mr, Garrett was curate of Christ Church, Lee-
son Park, for seven years.

Two thousand Nonconformists in Hull re-
cently passed a resolution at 8 public meeting,
congratulating Lord Salisbury upon the action
taken by the House of Lords in rejecting the

Home Rule Scheme. “1 am very much grati-
fied to know,” was Lord Salisbury’s roply to the
resolution, ‘“that the Nonconformists of 1ull
perceivo the serious danger with which Mr.
Gludstone’s Home Rule Bill would threaten our
friends in Ireland, to whom we aroe bound by so
many ties."”

Tug Bishop of Iowa (Rt. Rev. Dr. Perry)
says that during his Episcopate of 18 years
there have been received into the Church in
Towa from the Roman obedience ovor secen hun-
dred adults who have exchanged, intelligently
and with a full knowledge of what they were
doing, a falsc Catholicity for a true. [Tu the
same time, the Bishop adds, we have lost to
Rome, so far as [ can learn, less than half a
dozen individuals.

Tae Bishop of London held an admission ser-
vice in Fulham Palace chapel last month, when
he admitted to the unpaid office of Divcesan
reader Mr, A, P. Laurence for St. Dunstun’s
parish, East Acton, Mr. A. Tarring for St
Thomas's, Finsbury Park, and Commuder W,
Dawson, RN, of the Missions to Seumen for
the dioceses at large, to conduct services and
givo religious addresses in parish rooms, * and
also such extra services in consecrated  build-
ings as the incumbent may wish, and as the
Bishop may approve.” There are now 26 un-
paid Diocesan readers, and about 159 voluntary
parochial readers in the Dioceso of London;
the latter are not authorized to give addresses
in consecruted churchos,

TIIE COMING APOSTASY.

A crisis is rapidly approaching, We are
upon the threshold, as it seems to us, of the
greatest apostacy from Christ the world has
yet witnossed.

If therc is one beliefin the Christian Church
which has been held without question every-
where and by all, it is that the Author of the
Holy Seriptures is the Holy Ghost. If there is
one belief which the reformers in the English
Church, whether their preference was for
Catholic or Protestant theology,held in common,
it was that from the Holy Scriptures properly
interpreted there could be no appeal. If thero
is one doctrinal basis which the Episcopal
Church endeavored to embody in its Prayer
Book and Articles, it is that the Holy Scriptures
of the Qld and the New Teslaments are the in-
fallible and undeceivable Word of God,

No one can say that the Church hus
not stood up for these things. Moreover,
there is not 4 scrap of evidence that the Epis-
copal Church (in the United States) has cver
abandoned her position. [er Article: are the
same, her Ordinal in the same, the doctrinal ex-
pressions of her Prayer Book are the mume us
were ratified and established by the General
Convention, Again, the wording of the formu-

laries of the Church is plain, but the meaning
of these formularies is still plainor, for when
they woere framed all wore agreed that the Holy
Scriptures were the very ovacles of Gad, Thore
i no loophole of eseape botwoen the wonds of
the Church and the thought she intonded to ox-
press.

Now a hrand-new school has arison of Iate
years, which absolutely rejeets Holy Seripturo
ax the Chureh has received it This school hus
no traditional placein tho Church;yot the men
of the school, vegurdless of honesty, continue to
subscribe to formularies they reject. They will
retain their oflices until such time as they shall
have sutliciont weight to turn the seale in tho
councils of the Church. Then they will let down
the bars for those tender conscionces whone
honor prevents their prosent subscription ; and
the Epseopal Church.vefeased from its thealdom,
will become ““ the Chureh of the futare.”

Last month we gave our readers a glimpero of
the Ethics of Doctrinal Subseription tanght by
this school.  The recent Church Congress has
even more gluringly brought out the facts, Wo
would say o word now upon the broad church-
