On the 8th of May, 1880, word came from
the Eternal City to Prince Edward Island,
‘elling the widowed diocese of Charlottetown
‘that & Baccessor tothe late Bishop MucDonald
:uad been appointed, and that the choive of
the Holy Father had fallen upon the Rev.
Pater Mclotyre, parish priest of Tignish. -

The B shop-clect having set apars the Feaat
of the Assumption uf the Blessed Virgin aa the
dsyofbisconsecration, preparations were made
for colebratiny it with all due solemnitv. A
‘iike cvent bad never_ hefore taken place in
Coarlottetown, snd the faithful gathered
from all parte of the colony, many .of them
pecompanied by their Protestant friends, all
anxious to witness the impressive ceremnny,
-thip importance of “which was enhnoeed by
“the fact that the Bishop-elect of Chatham,
the Right Deverend Dr. Ruogers, was also to
recei~e consecration on the sams day at the
hands of the Archhishop of Halifax.

The weather was fine, und old 8t. Danstan’s
way crowded to ite ytmost capacity. At balf
post nise o'elock the procession left the Fpis.
gopal residence (aow the Canrlottetown hespi
tal} and passieyg up Durchester strect, enterad
the cathearal by the wastern door. Brsides
the conccerating prelate, His Grace the Moat
Reverend Tiuvmas Lewis Connolly, Arch-
bisbop of Halifex, and the tws bishops-elect,
there were present the Right Reverend D .
_Muoltock, Dwbop of St. Juhn's, Newlound-
%nd ; Right Reverend Dr. Dalton, Bishop
of Harbor Grace; Right Reverecod Dr.
McKinnon, Bishop of Arichat ; Right Rex-
grond Dr. Swuozey, the recently consecrated
Bishep of St Jobn, New Brunswick ;
the Rev. Me. Power, of Halifax ; R,
Mr. McMasuus, of New Bruuswick;
Bov. Mr. Veveker, of St Joha's, Nid, ; Rev.
Mr, O'Connor, of Portugal Cove, Nll. ; Rev,
Mr. McGilliveay, Arichat; Rov, Mr. Quinn, St.

fax; Rev. Jimes MeDonald, V.G., of Cbur
lottetown ; Rev, Thomas Phelan, pastor of
$t.

Dunstan’s College ; Rev. Dr. McDooald,
of St. Uelumlus : Rev. G. Belconrt, of Raus
tico. ‘lhe newspupms of that duy aasnre us
that the peopie wers much imprassed with the
polempity and beauty of the ceremaunies, and
that the sermon delivered hy the Rev, Canun
Woods was eloquent and appropriate.

The state of the dincese of Charlottetown
at taat period was very ditferent from its
present flonrishing condition, A rapid re
view of the origin and sprend of Catholicity
in Prince Edward Island may not here be out
of place.

to receive Holy Orders,” and who, for many
years, had been Bishop MoeEachern's faithfuf
co-taborer. Bisnop McDonald continned tu
resida at Rustico, of which he bad been parish
prieat for ten yeara. This prelate took 'a
great interest in the canae of aducation ; soma:
churches now stonding were' boilt dnring his
rpischpate, but his chief works were his
huilding ¢f St Dunatsn’s College, and the
founding of the Convent of the Cuhgregaticn
of Notre Dume in Charlottetown.

The priest upon whose ehouldera Bishop,
McDonald’s mantle hsd descended was at
that time io the forty-third year of his ags.

erectod a church the wonder and admiration’
of all who visit the remote country district of.

Uae of the tirct works of Bishop Molntyve'y
administration was the reonilding, in brick,
of St. Ducstan’s Cullege, of which the Rev
erend Angus MeDonald was then rector. In
1664 St. Joscph's Convant was foundsd,
the Dbuilding that now bears that rnauw
heing tae old S Andrew’a Church,
erected in 1805 by Bishop McEacheru,
Most of our readers already koow the
story of low the venerable structure was
nuuled og the ice from St, Andrew's, a dis-
tance of eighteen miles, and set up on Pownal
atreet, where it i3 to-day one of the most
fl urishing schools in the Maritime Provinces
Suon after the succeasful coanclusion of this
enterprise cume the building of a fine convent
at Miscouthe ; then one at Tignish. In 1868
the bishop built St. Patrick's school ; in 1872
the alace was erected, The QCatholic
churehes Luilt throughout the diccese during
tho epiecopate of Bishop McIotyre, thbe
priocipal ones of which are of brick, are in
mich better style than thoge of earlter date,’
and in their construction, beauty of form,
tinish and proportion are more studied shan
rormerly.

Of the twenty-nine fine churches bailt aince
1860, none is more imposing than that of Se.
Putar’s, in the parish of that name, which is
= noble monument of His Lordship'a affzction
for the place of his birth. Besides buiiding
whurches the Bishop has opened up many new-
psrishes, and the number of clergy in his
tiocose has increased from twelve to thirty-
nine. In 1879 the Bishop bestowed on the
City of Charlottetown the munificent gift of
a larze house, furnished ss sun hoepital, to
which he invited the Grey Nuss of (Juebec,
four of whom arrived on the Sth September,
1870, and began their charitable labors in our
ntdst,  Until bis Loraship moved in this
matter, nohody thought of alleviaticg the
suffrriogs of our aick poor of Prince Edward
Laland.  The Bishop ia now engased in buiid-
1og an additon to St Jouseph'a Convent,
which, wben completed, will render that
ratablishment vne of the handsomest strac.
‘ures in our town.

When, in 1860, Bishop Meclntyre wos
natled to previde over the Church in this
Province, he saw before him a Cathallo popu-
imtion of 35 852 souls, scattered over a coun
cry where to be a Catholic wns to be intel
leztuslly, socinlly and commercially at a
itsudvantage. There were no Catholic schools
outside of Charlottetown, there was no
Catholic filling a public office of any imper-

«hore of the Euat Puiat, there is a succession
of Catholic parishes, each with its nocat
church and comfortsble presbytery, There
ave libraries in many of these parithes, and
Chaclottetown, Summerside, Tignish, DMiis-
evuche, Nustico and -Souris boest of hand-
s:meand commodious Counvenis where the
devoted Sisters of the Congregation teach
almnst o thousand lit'le girls. The Catholic
popuiation of the diocese has increased: from
35,852 to 55,000, Many of the mosf dignified
and important pnsitions in the Province are
now filled by Catholice and the name of =
Cutholic benefactor of S, Dunston's stands at
the head of the ‘wealthy merchonts of Char-
Iottetown, while at the bar, in medicine, and
in the field-of Titeratiire there are numerquse
youug Catholic men who give promise ¢f more
than average success, -, : ;

In reviewing the history o} the pasttwenty-
five years, We seo .mauy gaps made by the
relentlesa hand of time. Denuis Reddin,
Eaq.,whose choritable donations te the Charch
in Chulottetown began with the existende of
St..

Charloa MacDopald.  After studying for
some time at 5. Aondrew's College, hs pru-
ceeded to the College of St. Hyacinthe where
ke remained for five years, entering the
Grand Sueminary of Quebee in 1840,  After &
three years' course at the Grund Seminary he
was, oo the 26th of February, 1843, ordained
tu the priesthood by Bishop S.guay, in the
Cathedral of Qaebec. For sixteen months
sfter hia erdinutiou, he was assistant to Rav,
8. G. Perry at Miscouche, and in the fall of
the following, year was appointed to the
mission of 8.8. Simon and Jude at Tignish,
of whbich he was pastor for seventsen yenrs,

In person His Liordehip isabove the medium
height, his carrisge 18 stately and his step
elastic, His activity ia .remarkable ; few
young. persons could endure the amount of
travellinug and fatigue which is constantly
undergone by Bisbop Mclntyre, upos whom
it hua no il} effuct whatever. His voice,
which ia low and sweet, is 20 clear that he is
casily heard oven at a great distance, His
prepossessing appearance and courtly man-
uer, no less than his genuine kindness of
heart, huve made bim hosts of friends. He
is highly esteemed by Protestants throughout
the Province, from wham his blameless life
and fourless advocasy of what he deems to
be 1ight command respect. The Bishop
1s a &trenuous advooate of temperance,
He takes a grest interest In educa.
tion, and is invarisbly present when bis
duties allow him, at the examinations in bis
Catholic schools, It is to His Lordship’s
unflagging energy and xeal that St, Dunatan's
Colleys owes its present hopefal position,
Busides providing for their secular instruc-
tiun, the Bishop has slwaya been much inter
ested in the spiritaal wolfare of the little ones
of his flnck ; it is Liis de:ight to preach at the
children’s Maes on Sunduys when the large
congregation of young folks !ia'en to his clear
and practical instructices with profit and
pleasure. . )

The Parish Priest bids Deflance o
the Magistrate and Fraolice.

Dusniy, Aug. 20,—A serlous riat oocurred
to-day at the village of Mualinavat, County
Kilkenny, in connection with evictions on the
eatate of Bullyfaisey, The chapel bells there
rang early in the day, and whea the
bailiffs and police arrived a crowd of 2,008
people confronted them. Mr, Bodkin, the
resident magiatrate, ordered the parish priest
to atop the bella ringing, bnt the priest re-
fused, and when the magistratesaid he would
employ force the priest stood at the chapel
gate and siid those who attempted ferce
would have to pass over his body.

The eviotions were abortive, owing te an
informality. When Mr. Bodkin returned te
the station stones were thrown st the railway
oarriage and the windaws ware amashed,
Later in the evening an angry mob attacked
the polics in the village. The riot act was
read. The police charged the mob with
bayonet and baton.

The scene became very alarming. Pifteen
to twenty people received bayonet wounds,
A man pamed Conway had a stab on his head.
Several of the police were budly wounded
with stoncs and several arrests were made.
The village nt nightfall wes in o veory excited
atate, Hundreds of police were on the atreet,
but no further collision tovk pluce np te mid-
night,

When asked if
Riel would e hanged he exclaimed: ** No,
the Govermment will not dare do that, for
they know that the lndians wouid rise up
sonin.”

‘“Would your tribe revolt should they hang
Riel 7" was querried.,

Very much excited he exclaimed : * Dama
it, yes. We number about 5,000, and just s
gurely a8 Riel is hanged we will take up
arms, Every one ot us have rifles—many of
us Spencer repeating rifles, One Indian in
the hush is as good ns Bve white men.. Cur
chief trouble isa lack of money. We have
no money with which to buy ammunition and
provisions. But just before I left home the
other chiefs told mo that despite our pover-
ty our braves weuld surely rise if Riel js
executed,” - :
