The quarterly meeting of the gov-
ernors was held October 27th. As the
semi-annual meeting was postpuned
for lack of quorum, this was really the
first meeting since the incorporation
of the hospital.

Among those present were Aliss M.
Robertson, Messrs, John  Torrance,
Samuel Bed, E. G, O'Connor, S. M.
Baylis, 1. J. Dawson, Drs, H. M. Pat-
ton, A. D. Patton und A. R. Griffith;
Vice-President O'Connor in the chair.

The voluminous minutes of the re-
argantzation meeting wele real any
confirmed.

The Medi. al Superintendenit repoi ted
the total number ol palients admilted
1er the quarter at 107, 15 of whom
weoe jn the hospital  on June 1st,
leavalg the net admissions 91, or 4
1 ss tnan the like period of last ywar.
The patients were divided us foliows:
Private 50, scai-private 16, public 20,
and maternity,s. The number of pri-
vale patients #yas 9 in excess of last
vear, the sewi-private S less, and the
public patients 5 less than last year.
The number of operations performed
wax 33, exceeding that of last year
by 8. The deaths numbered 4, of
which 3 were private patients. At-
tention was drawn w the good show-
ing in nuwmbers of patients for a par-
ticularly dull summer season, empha-
sized by ithe absence of s0 many doc-
tors from town on holidays and at-
tending the Dominion  Medical Con-
vention in Vancouver. WReference was
made to the new quarters for the

nurses, resulting in their better gsen-
=9l h =lth antl incereased working ef-

ficiency. In explanation of the de-
crease in nurses fees, it was pointad
out that the serious cases in the hos-
pital required more than usual at-
tention, and the nurses services could
not be spared for outside work.

The report of the Commitiee of
Muanagement dwelt upon the continu-
ance of the prosperity of the hospital,
and the neces.:ity of improvement in
vquipment to keep pice with the hos-
pital's nzeds. It callel to mind the
{acL that ten years ago the hospital
was opened for the reception aof pa-
tients, which anniversary had been fit-
tingly celebrated by the hospital's he-
coming incorporated, by the more than
doubling the extent of its frontage on
MeG 1l College Avenue, and by the
opening of the new Home for Nurses,
With such achievements to celebrte
the “Tin A=niversarv.” it would re-
quire no small gift of prophecy to
depict the celebration of the “Silver
Anniversary.”

The report mentioned the provision
made for fire escape. the installation
of eiecrtric bell system throughout the
institution. and the putting in of a
systein of house telephones, connecting
the different floors, wards and nurses’
hon - “antion was made of the
handsome gift bv Mr. Wdward Carter
to the Nurses’ Home in the <hape of
a eraad Chickering piano. The ap-
peintment of a collector was reported,
with encouraging prospects of having
this very imuortan® depariment of
subscriptions thoroughly organized and
the work diligently prosecuted.

After reception and discussion of
reports the meeting adiourned, the
zovernors present accepling an invi-
tation to inspect the Nurses® Home
and new private wards in the ma-
tern ty annex which were nearly ready
for orcupancy. The next meating will
he the annua’ one. to be held Thurs-
dAay. January 26th. 1905,
