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staff as constituted, that retirement
should be left to the diseretion of the
deputy heads of the departments to
retire through incompetance, either
from age or other mental or physical
inability. New appointees entering
the civil service might automatically
retire at a certain age, if desired to
have a clause to that effect in any
Amendment to the Civil Service Act.

THE LATE ALEX. McNEILL.

Alex. MeNeill, chief of the Fruit
Division of the Agriculture Depart-
ment, a worthy, useful and popular
civil servant, is dead.

that has been accomplished in govern-
ment supervision of the fruit indus-
try.

Co-operation, indeed, bhecame
his religion, and amongst civil ser-
vants he made his enthusiasms felt
by his energetic management of the
service co-operative business in Ot-
tawa.

Mr. MeNeill was born sixty years
ago in Middlesex county. Like many
men who have achieved success, Mr.
MeNeill taught school until he went
into the fruit business. Mr. MeNeill
was a man of sterling character and
high ideals and his death is a severe
loss both to those who knew him and
to the public service which he en-
deavoured to serve so faithfully.
