By a resolution of your Committee, dated the 23rd of
June last, we have been requested to give our û?inion as
to whether the Terminal Railway Company of Mýontreal
is bound to Vave it track and the track space, when a new
pavement is ordered to be made, and is laid by the Cor-
poration in the streets of the City, after the laying of the
Railway company's tracks.

In vlew of the City surveyor's letter hereunto annexed,
sent to Mr. Lavallée, the 2Oth of July last, statlng that
Hôtel de Ville Ave, from Ste. Catherine to Ontario street
was macadamized and in good order when the Terminal
Railway built in road, but tbat, since then, it had been
paved with asphaît, we are of opinion that ,in view of By-
Law No. 274 as amended, the Comnpany la not bound to pave
its track nor the track space of that portion of Hôtel de
Ville Ave, nor in any street where the City nmight order to
be made and laid a new pavement after the rails of the
Com~pany have already been laid.
