CATTLE

Cattle for dairy and breeding purposes shall be individually identified
and accompanied by an official health certificate.

Brucellosis - Cattle may enter without further test if they move directly
from & certified herd (provided certification number and date of last
herd test is listed on the certificate) or directly from an established
herd in & certified free state provided in both cases the animsls do not
pass through any deesler, stockyard, or other concentration point.

Steers, animels under six (6) months of age, or officisl vaccinates under
twenty (20) months of age from non-gquarantined herds or areas may enter
without further test.

All other cattle from non-quarantined herds or arezs mey enter provided
they are negative to a brucellosis test within thirty (30) days prior to
entry.

Tuberculosis - Cattle may enter without further.test directly froc an ac-
credited herd provided the certificate shows accredited bherd number and
date of last full herd test.

All other cattle from non-guarantined herds or areas may enter provided
they are pegative to an officiel tuberculosis test within thirty (30) days
prior to entry.

Fever Tick or Scabies = No cattle infested with or exposed to either fever
ticks or scabies shall be imported into the State for any purpose.

Cattle for immediate slanghter from non-quarantined herds or areas which
are apparently free of infectious or contagionus disease mey be shipped
directly to an approved stockyerd or slaughter establishment provided
they are slaughtered within ten (10) days.

1. Ko animsl, including pounltry and birds of any species, that is affected
with or that has been exposed to any infectious, contagious or commnie-
cable disease, or that originates fram e guarantined area, ghall be
shipped or in any manner transported or moved into Temnessee; except
that animeli affected with such diseases which are spproved for inter=-
state shipment by the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service of the
United States Department of Agriculture may dbe moved to immediate
slaughter,
