Depending on what the Mission
Report says about local facilities and: foreign exchanga restrictions,. you may wish to discuss special
arrangemernts with your Bank manager. Sema of the services offered are letters of intradyction, latters of
credit, overdraft privileges, aummatlc transfers between accounts, automatrc cradit carg payments and
issuance of monthly staterments

Accnrdmg to the Goveinment Hegulatmn& any foreign address given to financial institutions will
generate non-residents tax, To avoid this additional tax, ensure that your bank has a4 Canadian address on
-fi Ie, for exampla, P.O. Box 489 or 500. {See chapter 2, 3.)

Prior to your departure estabhsh a relationship with a lizison officer. at your bank to ensure that your
letters sre acknowledged and that instructions are correctly fu!luwa-::l ard henoured,

Hint — There may be a slight advantage to deal with fareign subsidiariés of Canadian banks. Find out

from your manaper what special .considerations may be available at branches or corfespondent banks

overseas. At the same time, determing what service charges, if any, are mcurrad when you transfer
. funds:. Make sure you have an-adequate supply of cheques.

Hint — Safety Deposit Boxes represent one of the most ecenomical and secure means of staring
valuables and originzls of impertant doeuments. Thers afe sizés available to fit mast requiremerits.
Two keys are provided with sach bex. You can appoint somedne in Canada as your agent by Raving
that person sign the bank's access recerd in your presence. Hi or she can then be left 2 kay and
instructed to enter your box if and when ceftain iterns are naedad,
