the Requesting State.

3. Thie persan transferred shall romain in detention while in
the territory of the.

1. For the purposes cf this TreatY, the central Authority for
canada is the federal Minister of Justice anid for Switzerland, the.

requeste for mutual assistance ini crimirial matters covered by this
Treaty an behaîf of its courts or authorities.

3. The centraý Authorities of the two States shaîl cotwnunicate
directly with ecd other.
