bunal shall consist of two members, one
member to be appointed by a Board of Selec-
tion to be established by joint resolution
of the Senate and House of Commons, and
the other member to be appointed by the
authority indicated in the same section.
As was stated in the early discussion of
that Bill, it is thought desirable that one
half the members of the Board of Selection
should be named by my right hon. friend
(Sir Wilfrid Laurier). The number pro-
posed, as to which I am quite willing to re-
ceive suggestions, is: 4 for Ontario, 4 for
Quebec, 2 for each of the other seven prov-
inces, and 2 for the Yukon, making a total
of 24 members for the Board of Selection.
We cannot very well appoint a smaller num-
ber than two for any province, or even for
the Yukon, because I desire that my right
hon. friend should have the opportunity of
naming one half of the members of the
board. If my right hon. friend would be
good enough to give me his recommenda-
tions, I should be glad to adopt them.

RECOMMENDATION FOR BOARD OF
SELECTION.
The business of the House, interrupted by
the messenger from the Deputy of the Gov-
emnor ‘General, was resumed.

Right Hon. Sir WILFRID LAURIER:
When I was interrupted by the messenger
from the Senate, I was just about asking
my right hon. friend the Prime Minister
(Sir Robert Borden) if he would kindly re-
peat the numbers from each province on
the board which he proposed should be ap-
pointed by the House of Commons.

Sir ROBERT BORDEN: What I had in
mind was to appoint a board of 24 mem-
bers, of whom 4 should be selected from
the province of Ontario, 4 from the province
of Quebec, 2 from each of the other seven
provinces and 2 from the Yukon, making
24 altogether. As to the number, I have
an open mind. That is what I wduld sug-
gest. I desire to have half of them in each
province and in the Yukon appointed upon
the nomination or recommendation of my
right hon. friend.

Sir WILFRID LAURIER: The House will
not be surprised if I say at once that I find
myself in rather a delicate position. It is
not in accordance with constitutional usage
that a member should assist in any organ-
ization in connection with a measure of
which he does not approve. The House
knows the position I have taken on this
Bill. I do not approve of it. At the same
time I would say that upon this side of
the House, as everybody knows, my opinion
is not entertained by all the members of
the Opposition. There are members on this
