Yesterday the House
at the stage of tabling reports from committees was given
a report from the special committee on Bill C-79, which
studied the amendments to the Parliament of Canada
Act. Those amendments were in seriatim form. They
were not in the bill and the bill has only been available to
members since noon today. I have a copy in my hands
right now.

We all know that according to our Standing Orders, if
the government called this bill tomorrow, we only have
until about six o’clock tonight to table amendments. I
wonder if we could get unanimous consent, Mr. Speaker,
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to extend Standing Order 76(2) to 72 hours instead of 48
hours to give all members a chance to read this bill and
to possibly bring amendments before the government
calls the bill.

Hon. Harvie Andre (Minister of State and Leader of
the Government in the House of Commons): Certainly I
agree with that suggestion and would be willing to give
the opposition House leader my commitment. I will not
call it until there is agreement of all three party House
leaders.

Mr. Nelson A. Riis (Kamloops): Mr. Speaker, I want to
say I appreciate those comments by the government
House leader. I think it is important that we negotiate a
satisfactory conclusion of that legislation. I think the
proposal put forward by my hon. friend is a good one.
