PEARSON INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Leader of the Opposition): Mr.
Speaker, I would like to ask a question of the Mmîister of
Transport.

The government has announced that it is rushing
ahead with plans to privatize terminaIs 1 and 2 at
Pearson airport, an airport that makes a $100 million
profit every year. The airline, the province, the regional
governments say: "We do not need it".

I want to know from the minister why hie is going
ahead with this when everyone says that it is not needed.
Why does he want to give $100 million of profit to the
private sector at the expense of the goverument?

Hon. Jean Corbeil (Minister of fransport): Mr. Speak-
er, ini 1988 and 1989, Pearson airport was so congested
that everybody suffered unacceptable consequences. The
indications concerning the traffic at Pearson over the
next few years tell us that we wiil again experience a
similar situation in 1997-98 unless changes are made. So
we are preparing for the future. We have confidence in
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
