EVOLUTION OF PANAMAALL BRANCHES ON VIEW MVANCOUVER, B.C.. Sept. 2.—Work 
will be commenced ebortly on the Cana­
dian Northern Railway terminals here, 
according to «statements made by Sir 
William Mackenzie, president of the com­
pany, who arrived in Vancouver this 
morning on a special train. The money 
for the work, the president stated, was 
lying in the bank ready for use. Sir Wil­
liam stated that he was not certain as to 
when the company would commence » 
train service, but he expected It would 
be some time next month. The com­
pany, he declared was willing to agree 
to a union depot. Arrangements had 
been made for the present to use the 
Great Northern Railway Co.’s depot.

If the facilities were here this winter 
to handle it, Sir William stated that his 
company would be in a position to haul 
wheat from the prairies.

Exterminate Weeds.
< The extermination of the three 
worst weed» thq bladder carqpion, the 
field bind weed and the perrenial sow 
thistle, is a special feature of the 
botanists’ department. Insects which 
are injurious to fruits, such as the San 
Jose scale, the codling moth and the 
railroad worm, are shown. Insects 
which affect vegetables, and household 
insects are also on display.

Illustrations of the principal varie­
ties of cereal grains in glass bottles, 
showing the principal varieties of 
wheat, oats and barley in the sheaf are 
most interesting. The results of seed 
tests are shown in glass tubes, and 
the height of grain in the tube repre­
sents the comparative yields. Results 
of sowing grains in mixture are shown 
in the same manner. The mixture of 
oats and barley' gave the largest yield 
per acre. Seeding spring wheat as 
soon as .the ground can be made ready 
in the spring produces the greatest 
yield per acre.

It to shown that it is quite feasible 
to grow seed plants in Ontario of 
mangolds and carrots.

The raising of bees and poultry is 
one of the special departments of the 
exhibit which is most commendable.
