First,
we must produce cattle of the right quality,
and then enough of them to keep the
trade in continuous motlon.

The New York Sun is authority for the
statement that English shipbuilders are
contemplating transferring their bukiness tg
the United States, where it Is clalmed that
shipbullding and similar {industries can
be carrled on more economically than in
Great Britain. Thelr idea 1s not to estab-
lish new plants, but to buy out the entire
business of some wof the Ieading Unitea
States shipbuilding sud steel enterprises.
Before paying extravagant prices tor mann-
facturing plants in the United States, Brit-|
ish capitalists and manufacturers ought to
exploit the possibilities ot Canada as a
producer of iron, steel, coal and all the
raw materials that are necessary for ship-
building and cognate Industries. There 1s
no reéason why shipbuilding should not pe
carrled on as economically at Halifax or
Sydney as at any place In the United
States, or, for that matter, in the world.
There is no reason why the ‘lake ports or
the United States should be preferred to
thoseqof Canada for the location of the
shipbuilding industry. 1If Vickers Sons &
Maxim are really thinking of coming to
Ameérica, let them first or all look over
the ground in Canada. But whether the
British shipbuilders emigrate to America or
not the Dominion Government ought to en-
courage shin\mildh)g in this country.
