“Last Week Showed a Persistent Slump in Leading
American Railway i{nd Industrial Stocks in
the Face of the Best of News From Stock

AMarket Centres.

(Montreal Witness, Friday)

With the increase in the volume of
‘business in the United States, and with
the growth of value of the annual product
of soil and factories, the mangin between
the maximnm and minimum need for cur-
rency has widened, amd has probably
doubled in the last ten or fifteen years.
The trouble can be /better understood
iwhen it is shown that the country needs
at certain seasons about $150,000,000 more
‘cutrency to tramsact its business than at
other seasons. To mest this tremendous

The dis-
tinctly unhealthy conditions are most

" banks of legal westrictions which prevent
il;h.le currency from expanding eutomati-

ly. :

Market fluctuations mowadays are mot
made on good of bad news altogether, but
are mare or dess a bending to the will of
the powerful jnterests which may decide
upon a change of values one way or the
other. It was found to be practically im-
possible to shake the last great boom, so
steadfest, had the interests controlling the
market become in their ideas that' higher
values should prevail. The greatest fin-
ancial war of the age was fought amd
won; prices advanced im. dace of higher
wheat gquotations, a most unusual event;
