The following clipping from the 
March number of The Fettesian, the 
magazine of Fettes .College, Edinburgh, 
is of interest to many friends of the 
late Lieut.-Col. Maurice Forbes White 
and of Mrs. White, who before her 
marriage, was Miss Winifred Barnaby, 
of this city:

“Lieut.-Col. Maurice Forbes White, 
who died at Bombay on Dec. 4, came 
to Glencorse in 1891 and left in 1896 to 
graduate in medicine at Aberdeen. At 
Fettes College and throughout his life 
elsewhere he made innumerable friends 
through his charm of temperament, and 
an obvious staunchness which readily 
inspired confidence. He was commis­
sioned to the Indian medical service 
In 1904, and served in India, Burma, 
and the Persian Gulf. Later he was 
posted to the foreign and political ser­
vice, and became state surgeon in Al- 
war, Rajputana. When, the war began 
he rejoined the 38rd Punjabis and 
served with them on the Suez Canal 
and In France until he was placed in 
command of the 121st Indian Field 
Ambulance in Palestine, where, in the 
intervals of that strenuous and rapid 
campaign, he found time to drain a 
malarial swamp on a tributary of the 
Jordan and to make a large collection 
of local wild flowers, many oij which 
later found a welcome at the British 
Museum. With health impaired by 
war service, he returned to India in 
1924 as residency surgeon in Rajkot, 
Kathiawar, where his early and unex­
pected death cut short a fine work for 
which he was admirably suited.

“The official gazette of the West 
India States records show ‘by his skill 
as a physician and his qualities as a 
man, he earned the respect and affec­
tion, not only of his brother officers, 
but of all classes of the community.’ 
And an Indian surgeon, writing to de­
plore his loss, says: ‘It was a proud 
privilege to serve under him. So good 
and noble. Always kind and forgiving, 
ready to help everybody. He will al­
ways remain in ;my memory as the 
best of the British race.’

“Maurice White had a surgeon’s 
hands, a healer’s character, a gay hu­
mor and inflexible loyalty. A friend 
so easily loved is hard to lose.”
