Toronto Daughters of the Empiret
tendered an enthusiastic welcome to
Neville Chamberlain, M. P.; Mrs.
Chamberlain and Lady Margaret Bos-
cawen, three distinguished Britisi
visitors, who weré guests of the ‘Muni-
cipal Chapter, I. O. D. E, at luncheon
in the Pompeian Room at the King
Edward. Mrs. W. R, Jackson, regenit,
in introducing Mr. Chamberlain, re-
ferred to his record of service for his
country and the Empire at large and to
his position as one of the greatest Im-
perialist statesmen of the times.
“There are some people whose hearts
are so big that they cannot be satis-
fied even by Imperial patriotism,” de-
clared Mr. Chamberlain in the course
of his address on the varlous aspects
of patriotism. “They are interna-
tional patriots and they claim all the
world for their brothers and sisters.
