Tracing Missing
Offcars and Men

Exhaustive Efforts Made by War
Office Threugh Various Chan-
nels to Ascertain Their Fate

The following are the steps taken by
the War Office to ascertain whether of-
ficers and men who have been reported
missing are prisoners of war, or, if not,
whether any definite information is ob-
tainable as to their fate:—

Commanding Officen,

"The officer commanding the unit, be-
fore making his report, ascertains as far
as possible from the officers and men
present with the unit, whether any re-
liable evidence is forthcoming. If not,
he reports the soldier missing.

British Red Cross.

Lists of the missing are supplied by
the War Office to the Enquiry Depart-
ment of the Red Cross, 18 Carlton House
Terrace, London.

The representatives of this body are
given facilities at the hospitals and
camps at home and overseas to collect
information from wounded soldiers.

Information so collected, if likely to
establish the fate of the officer or man,
is passed to the War Office and in the

! case of the rank and file is taken up of-

ficially without request from relatives.

In the case of officers these reports, if
sufficiently definite, are also investigated,
but the initiative is as a rule left to the
relatives, since it is found that the re-
latives have in many cases received
more reliable information direct from
the officers of the unit,

Enquiries addressed to . 18 Carlton
House Terrace, London, S. W. I, will
lalso be answered direct, and all reliable

{ information collected will be communi-

cated. The enquiry should give the
name, Christian name, regimental num-
ber, regiment, battalion, company or
platoon, and date of casualty. For Royal
Artillery the Battery is necessary, and
for the Royal Engineers and Army Ser-
vice Corps the company or other unit.

It will be seen that by these ar-
rangements an endeavor is made to cov-
er broadly the whole field of possible
witnesses of the missing soldier's fate,
and if he has unfortunately met his
death upon the battlefield to place his
relatives in possession of definite inform-
ation upon the subject.

If on the other hand he is in fact a
prisoner of war, news is in the great
majority of cases received from him di-
rect in the first instance by means of
letters addressed to his relatives. In a
few cases his name first appears upon an
official German list, but unfortunately
in a number of these, the list shows that
he has died in hospital a few days af-
ter capture. In all but very exceptional
cases, the news of his being a prisoner
comes through before there would have
been time for an enquiry to be sent to
Germany, and for an answer to be re-
ceived,

Individual enquiries sent to Germany
in missing cases have been found by ex-
perience to produce no correct informa~
tion that was not already in the pos-
session of the War Office, and as the is-
sue of the lists of missing ensures much
wider circulatioh of the names ,individ-

THE WAR NURSES

“Canada,”

(Special Correspondence of
London.)

“Carry on” has been the motto of the
Canadian nursing sisters since the Hun
airmen bombed their hospitals, and their
courage and steadfastness has gained
them the admiration of all British,
French and American soldiers who have
come under their care.

Night after night, for over a week, two!
of the largest of our Canadian hospitals
worked steadily, although they were in
the very centre of one of the heavily-
bombed areas. Several of the nursing
sisters were killed and wounded, and sev-
eral of the staff were wiped out. The
colonel of one hospital decided to send
the blue-gowned girls to a distant hos-
pital on the icoast practically immune
from raids. A few were started for this
haven, then from the others came a
great protest. “We “will carry on,” they
declared, and the colonel permitted them
to remain,

Bach night the sisters .on duty were
served out with shrapnel-proof shields
to wear under their uniforms, emergency
operations were carried through without
a hitch, and many a soldier’s life was
saved, although the surgical hut rocked
with the force of explosions from bombs
that dropped only a few yards off. In
other huts, when the raid syren was
blown, these indomitable girls from
Canada went through their wards and
gently lifted helpless patients to the
floor, where under the shelter of the
sandbag barrier that lined the hut, they
were compamtively safe from flying
shrapnel, Then, and only then, they
sought shelter in the bomb-proof shelt-
ers.

cue would be a nursing sister as cool as
she was courageous, a wonderful tonic
for the shell-wrecked men who were in
her care.

In the Canadian casualty clearing sta-
tions closer to the lines girls faced daily
death and possible capture with an ever-
changing front. More than one hospital
has been heavily shelled during a battle,
when the rush of wounded was so con-
tinuous there could be no thought of
‘evacuating the place. On some occas-
ions during the March-April offensive,
the hospitals were drenched with enemy
gas, and the sisters had to wear gas
masks for hours, doing what gentle tasks
they could with a handicap.

When forward casualty clearing sta-
tions were swept away, little bands of
these brave girls marched with the re-
tiring troops, occasionally getting a lift
on an ambulance, until they reached some
other overworked hospital, and there
they would forget their fatigue and join
their comrades in the work of mercy.
