The release of the American tank 

steamers which had been seized by Brit­
ish cruisers has settled a vexed ques­
tion, nor is there likely to be any serious 
difficulty between Britain and the Unit­
ed States over the question of German 
and Austrian reservists.

One fact which should appeal with 
great force to all Canadians is the con­
dition of the Belgian people, who are 
now on the very verge of famine.

Lord Charles Beresford says that the 
serious time of the war will begin when 
the Germans have been forced over the 
frontier into their own country and 
with their own supplies.

A Japanese professor, who was in Paris 
when the war broke out, and afterward 
visited Holland, Sweden and Denmark, 
and saw how Germany was getting sup­
plies from those countries, says he is 
convinced that the war will be a long 
one.
