Accident on T obiqu e Divisien
Today — Fireman Dead and
Engineer's Arm Broken

Word reached the city this morning
from Plaster Rock telling of a fatal railway
accident” which occurred near there today
about 8.30 o'clock when an engine and
two freight cars of train Number 82 left
the rails, the engineer Percy Sisson, having
kis arm broken, and,the fireman, William
Muckler, losing his liffe. The accident took
place on what is known as the Tobique
sub-division near Odell River station and
is supposed to have been caused by icy
rails, in fact a despatch to Wm.
