MUNIGIPAL COUNGIL

Power Matter Left to Committee
~—General Business of T he
County Dealt With

A large part of the time of the muni-
cipal council was taken up yesterday with{
a discussion’ of the application.now before,
the provincial government asking for let-
ters patent for the New Brunswick Elec-
tric Company for the purpose of introduc-
ing hydro-electric power in St. John city
and county. The concensus of opinion
seemed to be that St."John wanted cheap
power but that the interests of the county
should be safegnarded and that a provision
should be put in the bill to fix the maxi-
mum rate that could be charged for power,
ete. It was decided to leave the whole
matter to a large committee with power
to act. Reports from the finance, build-
ings and bills committecs and other mat-
ters were dealt with. It was decided that
the election of a warden, usually held at
this meeting of the council, would under
the new act have to be deferred until the
January meeting.

Warden Connely presided and there were
present Councillors Frink, Hayes, Green,
Wigmore, Smith, J. B. Joneg, C. T. Jones,
McGoldrick, MacLeod, Russell, Christie,
Codner, Fox, Curren, Adams, Stewart,
Cochran, Black, Carscodden, Bean, Dono-
van, Elkin, Potts and Barnhill, with
Auditor Thomas, Engineer G. G. Murdoch
and County Secretary Kelley.

The minutes of the last regular meeting
were approved.

The report of the finance committee was
adopted with the exception of bill for' J.
V. McLellan and H. O. Mclnerney, which|
were referred back; alsp a ‘recommenda-
tion to grant $100 extra to Aseéssor James
Lee and a recommendation regarding the |
clerk of the peace was referred back for 4
special report.

The report of the. buildings committec !
was adopted with the exception of the|
sections recommending changes in the jail
and 'increased insurance on the court!
house, the former being referred back and |
the latter voted down. |

The report of the bills and by-laws!
committee was submitted by Coun. Coch-!
ran. The committee referred to the ap-
plicatfon of “‘the New Brumswick Power
Co., and recommended that a protest be
entered with the provincial secretary |
against certain provisions of the bill. Tt|
was suggested that the terms of the bill|
be limited to 50. years; that the company |
should agree to expend $100,000 in three}
vears; that power should be sold at 25|

per cent horse power less than at present,|,

and that the rights of the highways be
protected. [

Coun. Cochran said it would be a great!
benefit to the vity and county to get
cheap power, and they should be encour-
aged and assisted. - He moved that the
councillors of Lancaster and Musquash be
empowered to act in the matter.

Coun. Curren said he thought it would
be more effective to have the whole coun-
cil deal with the bill. Personally, he
favored -treating the company generously.

Coun. Hayes thought they should- ask for
a reduction greater than 25 per cent less
than prcsent rates. He thought it wiser
to allow the matter to stand over; unless
they . would fix say $40 or $50 as the rate
to be charged. He also thought the coun-
cil should: have . complete contrel of .the !
lands and highways.. He moved in amend- !
ment that a clause be inserted similar to
that in the Monecton company’s bill.
