It is seldom that the wharves of this
city are flooded but such was the case
today. Early this morning there was
quite a sea in the harbor but not much

the eastward. = As midday. approached
the wind veered to the south and gradu-
ally freshened until.it- was blowing a
moderate gale. The tide was on the flood
about 11-o’clock and gave promise
of being exceptionally high. As
time c¢rept on, however, it could be
seen that the water wonld soon overflow
the wharves. * All was bustle and hurry
among the merchants around the North
and South wharves, who counld
plainly see loss staring them in
the face. But then confusion
would not influence the water, and
about 11.30 it began to flow over the
wharves along the whole water
front. Pedestrians, some of whom
bad never before been known to
go faster than a walk, actually
ran as the tide approached. Of course,
as is usnal in such cases one or two un-
lucky and not ' sure footed travellers
slipped into the water in their endeavors
to escape. Horses on Ward street
waded knee deep, whilst their drivers
sought a refnge on top of the seats on
the roads.

Tom Dunlop, who abides at the furth-
ermost énd of the South wharf was
thought to have been lost, but when
search was made ihe genial Tom was
found perched on a barrel on the conn-
ter staring at the foot or so of water on
the floor of his store. * i

In ashort time every store on the
South wharf up to Ward street
had been flooded; office farniture floated

The Lourtenay Bay breakwater off Pit-
tield’s old yard was carried away and the
damage done about all the shipyards in
the vicinity was considerable, A part
of the wharf at the St. John cotton mill
was also washed away.

A man who came in from Red Head
road said that the Red Hesd marsh was
flooded to a depth of four or five feet,
and that the road was impassnble in
places for a time.

A large quantity of salt in bags,stored
in Busby’s coal shed by Messrs. G. 8.

A Good Citizen Goue.

The news of the death of 8. T. Kingat
Chicago, reached here yesterday. Mr.
and Mrs. King were on their usual win-
ter tour through the American cities,
and they had stopped over at Chicago.
A few days ago Mr. King was taken
seriously ill, and notwithstanding the
efforts of the best physicians he never
rallied, but died yesterday of paralysis.

8. T. King was born Decemter 9, 1811.
He first began business in lumber mill-

yeurs began associated with Mr. Alex.
Gibson in the lumbering and milling
business at Lepreaux, N, B. He after-
wards returned to Calais and entered a
general mercantile business with his
son Charles. He subsequently came to
St. John in May, 1869, when he bought
the Lingley mill and continued to do an
extensive business till about a year ago,
when he retired, and sold out the pro-
perty to his sons Charles and Horace.
Mr. King was twice married, his first
wife beiug a Miss Ricker, by whom he
had six children, three now,living,name-
ly, Mrs. Emmerson, Minnesota, Charles
King and Horace King. His second
wife, who survives him, was Miss Rock-
wood of Calais, and two children are
living, namely, Mrs. Ritchie, of Chicago,
and Mrs. James Straton, of this city.

As a thorough business man Mr. King
was widely known. His success in life
was attained by earnest work, and con-
scientious endeavor. He was popular,
kind in disposition, and always a friend
to the needy.

It is understood that Mr. King’s re-

mains will be brought to Calais for in-
terment.
