The lossin
the Claflin building alone will be $100,-
000. The building burned is numbered
134, 136 and 138 Summer street.

No. 134 is a stairway which leads tothe
floors where are located a large number
of offices. Many of them are occupied
by the city agents of manufacturing com-
panies, whose mills are located atvarious
points throughout the State. The door-
way numbered 136 leads with a flight of
steps to the b t which is ied
by M. C. Kimball, & dealer in finished
leather and Clegg & Fisher, dealersin
leather boards.
